You can trace one avenue to the 2010 Breeders’ Cup
back to a mare born in 1958 called Golden Trail (Hasty
Road).

John W. Galbreath, a building contractor and prop-
erty developer from Ohio, founded Darby Dan Farm in
[ 1935. In 1946, he ex-
panded into Kentucky,
acquiring the 618-acre
"ldle Hour Stock Farm
property in Lexington.
" In the 1950s, he
W brought Kentucky
Derby hero Swaps and
the great *Ribot to
Darby Dan to stand at
~stud. And, in 1962, he

acquired an illustrious

38-strong broodmare
band from the estate
of the late Isabel Dodge Sloane’s Brookmeade Stable.

Part of the package was a four-year-old filly, in foal to
Native Dancer. Golden Trail would found a line that
produced the outstanding stallion Dynaformer, champi-
ons Sunshine Forever and Ryafan, Gl Kentucky Derby
winner Monarchos, and millionaire MGISWs Brian’s
Time and Memories of Silver (Silver Hawk).

Tomorrow, Memories of Silver’s daughter, Winter
Memories (El Prado {Ire}), will start as the favorite in
the GII Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies Turf.

Memories of Silver raced for the second generation of
Galbreath horsemen, Dan Galbreath and his sister Joan
Phillips. That partnership ended when Dan died in
1995. The third generation--John W. Phillips and sisters
Dianne Phillips Albrecht and Debbie Phillips Bower--took
the reins when their mother passed away at the age of
83 in 2008. The Phillips siblings are well aware of what
Golden Trail has meant to the family.

“Golden Trail was a real blue hen mare for Darby Dan,
and really has been one of the cornerstones for the
whole farm,” John Phillips said. “Winter Memories goes
back five generations and, if you think about it, some
of our best racehorses have come out of this family.

“Going back, Graustark was bred to Golden Trail at
least a half-dozen times, and produced five good fillies,
three of whom were remarkable broodmares or
granddams. Ryafan emanates from Autumn Glory;
Sunshine Forever emanates from Outward Sunshine;
and Brian’s Time, who was a multiple Grade | winner
and has been a remarkable sire in Japan, emanates
from Kelley’s Day. All of those mares were Graustark-
Golden Trail. In addition, there was their half-sister On
the Trail, who was by Olympia and is, of course, the
granddam of Dynaformer. So it's a powerful, powerful
family.” Cont. p6

That long history makes the potential for Breeders’
Cup success even more fulfilling to the Darby Dan clan.

“Obviously, that's very, very gratifying,” Phillips said.
“To be on stage with the best in the world is always
somewhat unnerving, but it’s certainly a wonderful
compliment, not only to the pedi-
grees, but to the great people on the
farm that raise these horses, and to
the family that’s committed to keep-
ing it going generation after genera-
tion.”

While many of the great racing sta-
bles of the last century have disap-
peared, the descendants of John W.
Galbreath have kept the Darby Dan
tradition not only alive, but prosper-
ing. It is not just the success that
keeps the family involved, however. John W. Phillips

“It’s the love of competition and the out of doors, and
of horses generally,” Phillips said. “It’s been a very
bonding experience over so many decades. We can
relate generation after generation--it just transcends
age. And we are fortunate in having a close family
that’s been committed to sports, been committed to
farms and horses and being together. We use horse
racing as a wonderful common experience for us all.”

Jimmy Toner is relatively new to the team. Toner
started training for the stable in 1992; in 1996, Memo-
ries of Silver arrived at the track. Fifth when taking on

she captured nine of her 19 ca-
reer starts, including the GI QE I
Challenge Cup and Gl Beverly D.

Winter Memories has done everything asked of her in
the afternoons, breaking her maiden in her debut at
Saratoga Sept. 3 before coming from out of the clouds
to win the Glll Miss Grillo S. at Belmont
Oct. 3 by 5 1/4 lengths. But she tipped her hand before
she ever made it to the races.

“At Saratoga, we worked her on the grass, and the
light bulb went on,” Toner said. “She impressed us in a
couple of workouts, so we were expecting a good
effort first time out. When we got her onto the grass,
she was in a different dimension.”

The trainer is cautiously optimistic about her chances.

“She’s very competitive, and you just have to let her
run her race,” he said, but added, “In a 14-horse field,
you have to be lucky--you have to get the trip.”

When asked just how many of the extended family
would be at the race, John Phillips laughed long and
heartily.

With the Euros figuring heavily into the morning action
at Churchill Downs in the lead-up to the Breeders’ Cup,
it’'s a good time to talk about that side of the pond as it
pertains to the upcoming bloodstock sales. The Fasig-
Tipton November Sale, on Sunday, and the Keeneland
November Sale, which kicks off Monday, feature a
number of horses with international pedigrees. That
includes mares with accomplished race records on the
sod who raced both here and in Europe, as well as well-
regarded young sires who stand overseas--including
European Horse of the Year Sea The Stars (Ire) (Cape
Cross {Ire}) and Gl Breeders’ Cup Classic hero Raven’s

By the time he retired, the regally bred Sea The Stars
was widely regarded as one of the best horses to race
in Europe in a generation. His victories ranged from
England’s G1 2000 Guineas at a mile to the G1 Prix de
I'Arc de Triomphe at a mile and a half. In his unde-
feated three-year-old year, he won the G1 Epsom Derby
and defeated older horses four times in Group 1 com-
pany: the Irish Champion S., Juddmonte International
S. and the Eclipse S., in addition to the Arc. The fact
that he was one of the world’s best-bred horses didn’t
hurt his reputation, being by Cape Cross out of an Arc
winner in Urban Sea (Miswaki), and a half-brother to a
dual Derby winner in the top young sire Galileo (Ire).
Sea The Stars entered stud at the Aga Khan’s Gilltown
Stud in Ireland for a fee of €85,000, but American
breeders will have the rare chance to land mares in foal
to the European Horse of the Year. One each will sell at
Fasig-Tipton and November.

Sunday at Fasig, Love to Dance (Ire), a Sadler’'s Wells
half-sister to European Horse of the Year and 2007 Arc
winner Dylan Thomas (Ire) (Danehill), goes under the
hammer as hip 96. Racing for owner Michael Tabor and
trainer Aidan O’Brien, Love to Dance ran third in the
G2 Blandford S. as a three-year-old of 2008. She is
being offered by Conor Doyle and Neal Clarke’s Bedouin
Bloodstock for S.F. Bloodstock, a bloodstock invest-
ment portfolio headed by Tom Ryan. Doyle said the
pedigree provides its own spotlight.

“Love to Dance is a half-sister to two European cham-
pions in Dylan Thomas, a Horse of the Year, and
Queen's Logic (lre) (Grand Lodge), a European cham-
pion filly at two,” Doyle said. “Queen’s Logic, in turn, is
the dam of Lady of the Desert a MGSW at two in
2009, and a champion sprinter elect in 2010.”

Love to Dance produced her first foal, a filly by
Danehill Dancer (Ire), earlier this year.

“She’s back in Ireland and they’re really pleased with
her,” said Doyle. “The plan to keep her and go on with
her.”

Over at Keeneland, Lane’s End sells hip 145, the 13-
year-old broodmare Exciting Times (Fr) (Jeune Homme),
whose first foal was the Gl Beverly D. winner and Gl
Breeders’ Cup Mile third Gorella (Fr) (Grape Tree Road
{GB}). Exciting Times’s second foal was the SW &
G1SP Porto Santo (Fr) (Kingsalsa).

It will be the fourth time through the ring for Exciting
Times, a true rags to riches story. She sold as a maiden
mare back in 2000 for just FF45,00 ($6,088) at the
Deauville December Sale, then was a FF82,000
($11,127) purchase a year later while carrying Gorella.
The exploits of that filly, however, helped her realize
900,000gns ($1,843,411) at the 2006 Tattersalls
December Sale. Charlie Gordon-Watson Bloodstock
purchased her in foal to Dubawi (Ire), and the resulting
offspring, the three-year-old Squall, sold for 400,00gns
($723,786). Exciting Times is selling from the dispersal
of Breeding Capital Plc.

“[Principal]l Simon Marsh felt this would be the per-
fect place to sell a mare of her caliber, and | agree with
him,” Keeneland’s Director of Sales Geoffrey Russell
offered yesterday. “There will be limited mares in foal to
Sea The Stars and, frankly, people won’t be writing
about a Sea The Stars mare in Europe selling.”

The Euro-themed action doesn’t stop there for
Keeneland. The auction house also offers three mares in
foal to leading European sire Galileo (Ire): hip 141, A.P.
Warrior’s half-sister Egyptian Queen (Storm Cat) (con-
signed by Lane’s End); hip 180, GSW The Leopard’s
full-sister It Must Be Magic (Storm Cat) (consigned by
Hill ‘'n’ Dale Sales); and hip 378, Spain’s SW daughter
Dreamtheimpossible (Giant’s Causeway).

“Sellers know this is probably the most international
sale in the world, and they like to have a good mix of
offerings,” said Russell when asked about the inclusion
of the horses.

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At Fasig, meanwhile, lots that carry international
appeal include hip 146, the G1 Cheveley Park S. hero-
ine Serious Attitude (Ire) (Mtoto {GB}), who recently
provided herself the biggest kind of update with a win
against males in the G1 Nearctic S. at Woodbine Oct.
16. She’s offered as a racing or broodmare prospect by
Sweezey and Partners. Also catalogued at Fasig is hip
103, the Grade lll-winning Mrs Kipling (lre) (Exceed and
Excel {Aus}), selling in foal to Giant’s Causeway (con-
signed by Denali Stud); and hip 140, the five-year-old
racing and broodmare prospect Rinterval (lre) (Desert
Prince {Ire}), beaten just a neck by Zenyatta (Street Cry
{Ire}) in the GI Clement Hirsch in August and a starter
in Friday’s Gl Breeders’ Cup Filly & Mare Sprint at Chur-
chill.

Getting a Pass...

That Raven’s Pass was a 13-1 outsider when he won
the 2008 Gl Breeders’ Cup Classic probably had more
to do with American bettors’ unfamiliarity with the
chestnut--along with the obvious surface questions--
rather than any assessment of the colt’s race record.
After all, he had finally just turned the tables on old
rival Henrythenavigator (Kingmambo) in the G1 Queen
Elizabeth S. at Ascot, and hadn’t finished worse the
second all season. Some American breeders are intent
on not missing the boat a second time, and sent mares
to the Darley stallion, who resides at Kildangan Stud in
Ireland. Raven’s Pass now has weanlings, and no fewer
than eight of those youngsters have been catalogued at
Keeneland November. The numbers speak to the efforts
by Darley to heavily recruit North American mares. It
wasn’t a hard sell to some, said Joe Osborne, managing
director at Kildangan.

“When the announcement of his retirement to stud
was made, we had calls from American breeders look-
ing to send mares to him,” said Osborne. “He made a
big impression on those who saw him at Santa Anita--
his good looks, and his subsequent performance in the
Breeders’ Cup Classic. Charlie Boden and his Darley at
Jonabell team were very helpful in handling enquiries
and contacting other American breeders they felt would
be interested in sending a mare to Ireland. Our goal was
20 U.S.-owned mares--a number we felt would give the
horse a good representation in North America--and it
was not difficult getting to that target. We worked with
shipping companies Janah and Mersant to make the
quarantine, flight and import/export logistics as smooth
as possible.”

Osborne said he expects Raven’s Pass--from a versa-
tile family that includes E Dubai (Mr. Prospector) and
Rainbow View (Dynaformer)--to be an effective sire on
dirt surfaces that he himself never attempted.

“As a son of Elusive Quality from a strong American
family, his runners should be successful on dirt,” said
Osborne. “My prediction is that they will be as versatile
as the Street Crys--competitive on dirt, synthetics and
turf.”

Osborne added that Raven’s Pass’s weanlings have
looked the part, at least the ones he’s observed.

“I have seen all the Darley-owned Raven’s Pass foals,
and some owned by clients,” said Osborne. “I could not
be more impressed. They have quality, size and correct
conformation. What impresses me most, though, is
their temperaments--and | hear that comment consis-
tently from our stud personnel. They are super to work
with, just like their father. That willingness will make
them popular with trainers in the coming years.”

Raven’s Pass weanlings on the first day at Keeneland
November include the Lane’s End-consigned hip 146, a
colt out of the winning Fairy Princess (Giant’s Cause-
way); and the Bluewater-consigned hip 209, a half-
sibling to GISW Dixie Chatter (Dixie Union). On the
second day, there is the Indian Creek-consigned hip
253, out of SW Santolina (Boundary); the Brookdale
Sales-consigned hip 370, a daughter of the winning
Sadler’s Wells mare Dancesowell (Ire); the Gainesway-
consigned hip 400, out of SW & G1SP Hallowed
Dreams (Ire) (Alhaarth); and the Paramount-consigned
hip 476, a half-sister to three black-type winners. -LM

STUD FEES AND BREEDER PROFITABILITY

Part Two

Why stud fees need to be slashed. A few stud fees for
2011 have already been announced, and so far it looks
like business as usual, even though business as usual is
a disaster. We cannot ignore the math and go forward
with "blinkers on" when the best thing that can be said
about this year's horse market is that it is not in free
fall compared to the previous year. We have not yet
found bottom. Meanwhile, farm owners in Kentucky
continue to go out of business on a regular basis, and
mare owners who breed to sell are an endangered spe-
cies.

Increasingly heavy losses in 2008, 2009, and 2010,
the reluctance of banks to lend money, the abandon-
ment of the industry by state legislators, and the resis-
tance of suppliers and service providers to lower their
fees and prices create a quadruple whammy for most
breeders who raise foals and yearlings for sale at auc-
tion. Everyone in Lexington is in survival mode.

Harsher pain is on the way. Many more Kentucky
breeders who do not have wealth outside of the horse
business will go under in the next two years because
foals of 2010 and current in-utero foals were bred on
the high-priced stud fees of 2009 and 2010. After five
consecutive years of cumulative losses, only a handful
of commercial breeders who somehow manage to avoid
a dependency on bank financing and who are lucky
enough to sell several "break out" horses will be able to
keep on doing what they do into 2013.

Going forward. Given this bleak scenario, if stallion
owners (and all other service providers) want to in-
crease their clientele and grow their revenue in the
future, they need to set fees that are in line with cur-
rent market realities. They cannot rely solely on mostly
absentee wealthy mare owners who breed to race or
breed to sell with the option of racing, especially as the
overall business model for racing is also in shambles.

In addition to establishing realistic stud fees that
reflect the auction market, new marketing concepts
need to be developed that help sustain commercial
breeders and allow them to stay in the game. Com-
pletely new ways of doing business and developing
better customer relations need to be established that
can provide a win-win outcome for all participants in
the production chain.

The need for new stud fee and stallion access models.

When stallion owners collectively view breeders as true
partners in making their stallions, it will be a better day
in the Bluegrass.

To this point, breeders have generally been taken
for granted and have been treated more like an ATM
than a member of the team. In addition to paying high
fees for the relatively small number of "fashionable"
stallions, breeders often have difficulty breeding back to
the same stallion if a stud fee rises or if the stallion
happens to become the flavor of the month. And if the
stallion owner sells the stallion out of the country or
banishes him to a regional market while two years of
produce sit in the pipeline, the breeder is automatically
thrown under the bus without compensation.

It's also a strange practice that requires breeders to
sign stallion contracts when they don't know what
they're signing. For starters, contracts should specify
the maximum number of mares that will be bred to the
stallion in a given season.

Excessively large stallion books may maximize own-
ers' revenue in the moment, but large numbers of foals
by a sire translate into increased competition for breed-
ers at the sales, a lower sale average for the sire, and a
reduced return on investment for the breeder two and a
half years later. Furthermore, excessively large books
cause some mares to miss an optimal breeding or to
miss a breeding altogether, pushing the mare later into
the season and at times causing them to be empty for
the year. (An empty year costs the mare owner from
$15,000 to $50,000 + in fixed and variable costs,
depending on the value of the mare, and creates a hole
on the catalog page). Thus, contracts should specify
some form of compensation to the breeder when a
mare is bumped because the semen seller cannot pres-
ent the stallion when needed as a result of selling too
many seasons. It's like Delta Airlines selling 185 seats
on a plane that can accommodate 120.

entries, denoting Keeneland sales graduates. KEENIAND

Perhaps in the nick of time .. some new thinking. Hope
may be on the way, if some recent initiatives gain trac-
tion. Two very savvy businessmen who were hugely
successful outside of the horse business have ex-
pressed a clear appreciation for the notion of breeders
as partners. They understand the importance of shared
risk while rewarding customers who help them become
successful. If the perspective that these men possess is
adopted and expanded across the ranks of stallion
owners, it will strengthen the overall breeding commu-
nity.

B. Wayne Hughes built a 17-billion dollar company
and Rick Porter developed the multi-franchise Porter
Automotive Group by knowing how to treat their cus-
tomers in the best way, and by devising strategies to
keep those customers coming back. Both men fully
comprehend how building a consistently successful
business (one that maintains itself in good times and
bad) depends on the fair and respectful way customers
are treated, and on the loyalty of its customer base.
Therefore, it is not surprising that both men have taken
a long-range point of view and designed opportunities
for breeders to participate in the front end of a stal-
lion's career while providing continuing access to that
stallion at no further expense, should the stallion hit.

As B. Wayne Hughes states in his Spendthrift Farm
'Share the Upside' video, much of "the gambling is
done by the breeder...[and] if the stallion is successful,
the people that actually made the stallion successful
can't breed to him or they have to pay increased fees
every year. It's a little difficult to know that you made
the stallion successful, but you're not participating in
the upside of the stallion." These words and this pro-
gressive mind-set represent a sea-change from the
historical attitude toward the breeder, and the embed-
ded concepts could be implemented in countless
win-win ways.

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These initiatives join a handful of other promotions
that have been designed to assist, "protect," or reward
the customer. Darby Dan's "Profit Protection" plan, for
example, pays the first x amount of proceeds to the
breeder before any money is due for the stud fee.
Darley has "Pay out of proceeds with forgiveness"
which helps with carrying charges by deferring payment
until sale time and protects the breeder from liability for
the full amount of the fee if the sales price falls short.
(This plan only works, however, if the stud fees are not
set too high for the market that follows two and a half
years later). A few other incentive plans include cash
payments and complimentary breed-back offers when
major stakes winners are produced. If breeders who
breed as a business are to be kept in the game, this
kind of thinking needs to become mainstream and fur-
ther developed.

Meanwhile, stallion owners who control the rela-
tively small number of "commercial" stallions and who
enjoy a very favorable supply and demand status for
the "go-to" sires will be wise to design strategies that
better serve their customers and that keep both the
wealthy players and the hands-on working people in the
game. In short, this means pricing stallions and limiting
the size of their books so that breeders have a fair shot
at profitability.

What is a fair chance at profitability? Each reader will
have their own notion of what is a fair shot at being
profitable. My belief is that the fees of all service pro-
viders, including stud fees, should be adjusted to give
the breeder a 50-50 chance of breaking even. No one
deserves a hand out or a free ride. Breeders gamble
willingly with a free will and the hope of making it
through to the next year in order to start over and do it
again. The odds of a coin flip seem fair enough.

To explore this concept, | first examined 2010 year-
ling sales data for the top 30 active sales sires with 20
or more through the ring by their median average
through September, including RNAs. | chose the median
average instead of the mean average because it is the
best measure of group performance, as the median is
the mid-point in a distribution (i.e., 50% of the prices

would be higher and 50% would be lower).

The more commonly reported mean average is deter-
mined by adding up all of the prices and dividing by the
number of horses. Therefore, the mean average can be
a skewed measure of group performance when there is
huge break-out horse or when phony sales are manipu-
lated by stallion managers to inflate the appearance of a
stallion's performance.

Secondly, | calculated production costs and deter-
mined what each 2011 stud fees needs to be for the
top 30 sales sires, based on 2010 results, in order to
give the breeder who sells at auction a 50-50 chance of
breaking even. Thus, the following top American "com-
mercial" stallions (all of whom stand in or about
Lexington, Kentucky) are ranked from highest and in
descending order according to median sales averages in
2010. Numbers of foals in the 2009 crop are also in-
cluded to give the reader a rough idea about the size of
each stallion's book in 2008.

The final column lists the calculated stud fee that
would give breeders a 50-50 chance of breaking even
in two and a half years after all costs are factored in,
assuming that current market conditions and stallion
performance remain constant. (The cost formula can be
found in this researcher's TDN Op/Ed, October 8,
2010).

The reader should keep in mind that the calculations
of these stud fees for 2011 are based on sales results
in 2010 which may or may not be similar to results in
2013 when the yearlings go to market. It should also
be noted that several popular young stallions with a
number of current stakes horses were bred to so-called
"lesser" mares and on lower fees in 2008, and their
2010 sales results and current rank are reduced accord-
ingly. Medaglia d'Oro, Speightstown, and Tapit (who
are in the top 30) as well as Afleet Alex, Candy Ride
and Congrats (whose median sale averages did not
make the cut-off of $45,000) are six such examples.
Therefore, a good case could be made for adjusting
fees for these emerging stallions upward from the fig-
ures in the Table below.

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The reality and the hope. Actually, these data provide
the truth, which should not be confused with reality,
and readers can make of it what they choose. The
reality of the sales scene is that it is driven by percep-
tion and not by fact or truth, and stallion owners will
largely continue to price their stallions according to
what they want and according to what they think they
can get from people in search of "the big horse."

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Leader of the Pack...

Zenyatta was thought to have capped a perfect career
when she became the first horse
to capture two different Breeders’
Cup events by virtue of her stun-
ning run in the 2009 Classic. But
wait, there’s more. The big mare
stayed in John Shirreffs’ shedrow
this season to collect five more
Grade | trophies. Ten furlongs and
Churchill’s long stretch seem tai-
lor made for the six-year-old, and
her many fans are expecting her
to visit the winner’s circle for the
20th time in as many starts. As a
California-based runner, Zenyatta
has done most of her racing on
synthetic surfaces, but her two
races on dirt--the 2008 and 2010 GI Apple Blossom H.
at Oaklawn--have provided the biggest winning margins
of her peerless career. “She couldn't be training any
better,” exercise rider Steve Willard said after the big
mare toured the main track in front of an adoring crowd
Wednesday morning. “She loves the dirt. | knew it two
years ago, and | knew it going into Hot Springs. She
drives off it--it doesn't have the trampoline effect like
the synthetics. The crowd was great. They were mostly
quiet, a couple yelled, but, for the most part, [they] very
accommodating.”

Four of the six previous times the Breeders’ Cup has
been held at Churchill Downs, the BC Classic winner
has also been named Horse of the Year: Alysheba,
1988; Black Tie Affair (Ire), 1991; Tiznow, 2000; and
Invasor (Arg), 2006. Concern scored in 1994, but didn’t
have the credentials to surpass Holy Bull's spectacular
season. However, though Awesome Again went six-for-
six in 1998, with wins in the GI Whitney H. and Gll Ste-
phen Foster H. to back up his Classic success, he lost
out to Skip Away in the Eclipse voting despite soundly
defeating that rival at Churchill. It should be noted that
Skip Away--winner of the 1997 BC Classic in a four-for-
11 season--notched Grade | victories in California,
Florida, Maryland and New York before going off form in
Kentucky, and secured the nation’s top honor despite
his sixth-place finish in the championship event.

The Contenders...

The late-developing Blame’s campaign in 2010 was
designed to have him at his peak for Churchill, where he
has victories in the 2009 GII Clark H. and the Gl Ste-
phen Foster H. this past June. After running down
Quality Road in the GI Whitney H. in August, the bay
couldn’t reel in loose-on-the-lead Haynesfield in the
Gl Jockey Club Gold Cup at Belmont Oct. 2, but he will
be sharper for another attempt at 10 furlongs. “[Jockey]
Garrett [Gomez] said he’s becoming like a movie star,”
trainer Al Stall Jr. commented after the four-year-old
breezed a half in :49 4/5 under the Twin Spires. “He
loves all the cameras and attention out there.”

The handsome four-year-
old didn’t have much to
beat when rebounding in
the Gl Woodward S. at

n’t faced the starter in
eight weeks. He will need to be at his best to close out
his career on a winning note. “His record at this point
speaks for itself,” trainer Todd Pletcher noted. He
added, “He is a horse where you could make a case that
he'd be the favorite in the Breeders’ Cup Sprint and the
Dirt Mile, and one of the favorites for the Breeders’ Cup
Classic, which speaks of his ability and versatility.”

Gl Preakness S. hero Lookin At Lucky, who missed by
inches in the 2009 BC Juvenile, -
takes on his elders after three
straight wins against his peers.
The consistent bay missed some
time following his victory in the
Gl Haskell Invitational S. Aug. 1,
but he bounced back with a pro-
fessional tally in the GIl Indiana
Derby Oct. 2, and has been train-
ing smartly since. A troubled sixth
after breaking from the rail in the Gl Kentucky Derby,
‘Lucky has the outside post this time. He looked a pic-
ture when he galloped under the Twin Spires Wednes-
day morning.

Wild Card...

Espoir City (Jpn) put together a six-race winning
streak that included the G1 Japan Cup Dirt in his 2009
finale. His connections made the Breeders’ Cup a prior-
ity earlier this year, and the chestnut was freshened up
following his victory in the G1 February S. Runner-up at
short odds in his Oct. 11 return in the Mile Champion-
ship Nambu Hai, the five-year-old has never raced be-
yond nine panels in his career, and faces a host of ques-
tions in his quest to become the first Japanese-bred to
win a Breeders’ Cup event.

Leader of the Pack...

Sir Michael Stoute’s Workforce (GB) added to his lofty
reputation last time out by claiming the G1 Prix de I’'Arc
de Triomphe at Longchamp Oct. 3. The sophomore was
also extremely impressive in the G1 Epsom Derby earlier
in the season, besting the track record set by
Lammtarra (Nijinsky Il) 15 years ago. Although disap-
pointing next time when fifth to Harbinger (GB) (Dansili
{GB}) in the G1 King George VI and Queen Elizabeth S.
at Ascot July 24, the imposing bay rekindled his Epsom
sparkle in France’s most prestigious race. Workforce
could enter the history books if he manages to get his
head in front Saturday, becoming the first horse to pull
off the Gl BC Turf/Arc double. Although the Arc has
acted as a final prep race for the BC Turf winner on
seven separate occasions, no horse has triumphed in
both. Workforce is clearly the most talented horse in the
field, with a Racing Post Rating of 130, but that does
not automatically lead to BC Turf success. Many of the
more favored European horses have had their colors
lowered in past renewals, as the race usually comes at
the end of an arduous domestic campaign. Despite
being relatively lightly raced, with only five lifetime
starts, Workforce was all out to repel the challenge of
Nakayama Festa (Jpn) (Stay Gold {Jpn}) at Longchamp,
and it remains to be seen whether his Parisian exploits
have left their mark. Sir Michael Stoute will be hoping
for a third consecutive victory in the BC Turf, after the
mighty Conduit (Ire) (Dalakhani {Ire}) scored in 2008
and 2009.

The Brian Meehan-trained colt
scored at first asking in pattern company last time in the
G3 Arc Trial at Newbury Sept. 17. The American-bred
has been the subject of strong market support across
the pond in recent weeks, and is clearly on the upward
curve. Meehan has fond memories of Churchill Downs,
having saddled Red Rocks (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}) to victory
in the 2006 BC Turf.

He’ll be
represented by a decided longshot, but not a hopeless
one, in the shape of the supplemented Supreme Sum-
mit. Not disgraced when three lengths fourth in the
GIl Gulfstream Park H. going that track’s one-turn mile
in March, he made a successful debut for this barn,
taking a six-furlong Del Mar allowance Sept. 5. In his
most recent appearance, the dark bay rallied from last
to miss by a half-length when second to Smiling Tiger in
the GI Ancient Title S. during the Oak Tree meeting
Oct. 9. He could be the one to benefit most from an
expected hot pace up front.

The show horse came
back to beat Master of Hounds by 2 1/2 lengths at The
Curragh June 26 before running second to super horse
Frankel (GB) (Galileo {lre}) in the G1 Dubai Dewhurst S.
at Newmaket Oct. 16, and then annexing the
G1 Criterium International last Sunday. After breaking
through with an emphatic six-length score of his own
against non-winners at Tipperary July 11, the youngster
handled a sharp jump up in class to be third in the one-
mile G1 Racing Post Trophy at Doncaster Oct. 23. His
performance earned a very high 115 Racing Post Rating,
but the colt was always one-paced and ground it out,
rather than showing the quick burst of speed that usu-
ally wins races like this in the States. The aforemen-
tioned Air Support may have enjoyed a fortuitous trip in
the Pilgrim, but his two efforts prior to that were under
much less favorable circumstances. The Janney
homebred pressed an extremely fast pace in his turf
debut at the Spa Aug. 13, and still held on, then lost all
chance at the start of the With Anticipation, but ran
deceptively well to be fourth. The son of an unraced
half to MGISW Coronado’s Quest (Forty Niner) has
every right to improve again off his last.

George Strawbridge’s lightly raced homebred Utley,
most recently fifth in the Oct. 3 G1 Prix Jean-Luc
Lagardere at Longchamp, is certainly in the right hands
for this event. Conditioner John Gosden took the ‘08
renewal of this race with Donativum (GB) (Cadeaux
Genereux {GB}), and the ‘09 edition with Pounced
(Rahy). Utley is a half-brother to European champion
Rainbow View (Dynaformer) and Grade | winner Just as
Well (A.P. Indy).

Wild Card...

Willcox Inn made a visually impressive sweeping
move in his PolyTrack unveiling at Arlington Sep. 18 to
defeat Animal Kingdom (Leroidesanimaux {Brz}), a
3 1/4-length next-out winner at Keeneland, by 2 3/4
lengths. The $50,000 FTKJUL yearling came back in
the Oct. 9 GI Dixiana Breeders’ Futurity S. on the
Keeneland synthetic, and ran well late to be third behind
a loose-on-the-lead winner over a track that was playing
very kindly to speed. Willcox Inn certainly has the pedi-
gree to love the grass. His dam is a half-sister to
MGISW turfers Cetewayo (His Majesty) and Dynaforce
(Dynaformer), GSW and GISP Bowman Mill (Kris S.) and
G1SP Fort Nottingham (Alleged), as well as two other
MGSP runners on grass.

In the vast majority of her eight previous starts in
what has become a remarkable sophomore season,
Blind Luck has had something
against her, be it an unfavorable
pace scenario, an unsuitable dis-
tance or a disadvantageous
weight assignment. Arguably, for
the first time this season, the
chestnut is in line to get the per-
fect set-up as she looks to lock

\ more to defeat her elders in this
event. Expertly managed by
trainer Jerry Hollendorfer, who
Blind Luck  Sarah K Andrew also owns the filly in partnership,

Blind Luck ventures away from
her California base for the sixth time this season, and
only one of those trips--her last-out runner-up effort in
the Oct. 2 Gl Fitz Dixon Cotillion S.--has resulted in
defeat. A dual Grade I-winning juvenile and Eclipse
Award runner-up, the bargain-basement yearling pur-
chase has added three wins at the highest level this
term, including the GI Kentucky Oaks over this track
and distance. In that Classic, she overcame a too-pa-
tient ride and a slower-than-expected pace to drop her
nose on the wire. She met Havre de Grace for the first
time in the GIl Delaware Oaks July 10, and proved she
could handle an off track, scoring by the narrowest
margin. She beat the Fox Hill runner by a neck in the Gl
Alabama S. Aug. 21 before having the tables turned in
the Cotillion.

Since returning to the Golden State to prepare for the
Ladies’ Classic, Blind Luck has trained perhaps as well
as she has all season, going six furlongs in 1:12 1/5
Oct. 24 and five-eighths of a mile in 1:00 Oct. 30.

Hollendorfer, who nearly won the 2007 Distaff with
Hystericalady (Distorted Humor), likes his chances this
weekend.

“We think we have one of the top fillies in the coun-
try,” the conditioner told ESPN recently. “Obviously, we
haven't won every race, but we've been right there in
all of them. The timing of the races entered into the
equation, but so did the importance of the races. We
ran in a race like the Alabama because that's a very
important race.”

The Contenders...

Round Pond carried Rick Porter’s red-and-white colors
to upset the 2006 Distaff at odds of 13-1, and Havre de
Grace will have her fair share of supporters Friday night.
A winner in two starts at two, the $380,000 KEESEP
yearling took a May 10 allowance at Philly Park and has
seen nothing but stakes company since. A neck second
in the June 5 Go For Wand S. in her prep for the Dela-
ware Oaks, she held gamely to just miss in the Ala-
bama, and was able to turn the tables on the favorite in
the Cotillion, though she was in receipt of a valuable 10
pounds when scoring by a neck that afternoon.

Leader of the Pack...

She takes a slightly different route to the Breeders’
Cup this time around, but Midday (GB) still looms the
one to beat. Last year at three, the bay hit the board in
the G1 Epsom Oaks and G1 Irish Oaks before capturing
the G1 Nassau S. in her fifth start of the term. She then
used the G1 Prix de I'Opera at the beginning of October
as her F/M Turf prep. This season, the Juddmonte
homebred kicked off the campaign with a second in the
May 13 G2 Middleton S., then made it two straight in
the Nassau in her second outing. She romped in the
G1 Yorkshire Oaks three weeks later, but shut it down
earlier, besting Plumania (Ire) by 3/4 of a length in the
Sept. 12 G1 Prix Vermeille in her final start before an-
other U.S. invasion.

The Contenders...

Two sophomore fillies have beaten their elders in this
event--Banks Hill (GB) (Danehill) and Ouija Board (GB)
(Cape Cross {lre}). A U.S.-bred three-year-old could
offer the biggest challenge to Midday here. Harmonious
is four-for-five on the grass, and romped away from her
rivals in the Oct. 16 Gl Queen Elizabeth Il Challenge Cup
at Keeneland. Connections were uncertain about a
Breeders’ Cup bid after that impressive score, but, after
watching her train for 10 days, opted to take a chance.

Local hopeful Keertana, with seven starts on the
Churchill sod, could have a homefield advantage. On the
board in 14-0f-16 on the grass, the dark bay put in her
best performance to date when stretched beyond nine
furlongs for the first time in the 1 3/8-mile Glll Glens
Falls H. at Saratoga Sept. 6. Rated off solid splits, she
came flying down the lane to win by a widening 3 1/2
lengths. The four-year-old was an even fourth in the
1 1/4-mile Gl Flower Bowl Invitational S. at Belmont
Oct. 2, but looked sharp in an easy breeze under the
Twin Spires Oct. 25. Her trainer, Tom Proctor, pulled
off a 47-1 upset with One Dreamer (Relaunch) in the
1994 GI BC Distaff at Churchill Downs.

POST-ELECTION ANALYSIS AND CONGRESSIONAL
COMMITTEE UPDATE

Voters revealed their level of discontent with the President and the
Democratic Party on Tuesday by electing Republican candidates and
replacing incumbents.

The Japanese have had little impact on the Breeders’
Cup, with just three starters in 26 years, but Red Desire
(Jpn) could change that. The
bay filly captured the
G1 Shuka Sho and ran third in
the G1 Japan Cup last year as
a three-year-old, then bested
subsequent G1 Dubai World
Cup winner Gloria de
Campeao (Brz) (Impression
{Arg}) by a neck in the
G2 Maktoum Challenge-Round
3 at Meydan Mar. 4. A disap-
pointing 11th in the Mar. 27 World Cup, she was
sidelined after finishing a close-up fourth in the
G1 Victoria Mileat Tokyo May 16. Red Desire was the
9-5 favorite in her return in the Oct. 2 Flower Bowl, and
grabbed a short lead at the eighth pole, but weakened in
the waning yards to be third by 3/4 of a length. She
should prove tighter in her second start off the layoff.

Aidan O’'Brien, who saddled the regally bred Man of
Iron (Giant’s Causeway) to victory last year, will be
represented by Bright Horizon (GB). The strapping colt
will relish every inch of the trip and, after proving him-
self last time out in the Irish Cesarewitch H. at The
Curragh Sept. 26 over two miles, could attempt to
make the race a true stamina test. Whether or not
Bright Horizon can handle the surface remains to be
seen, with his turf pedigree failing to shed any positive
light on the conundrum. The sophomore was tried on
Dundalk’s all-weather track two starts back in a compet-
itive handicap, where he appeared to travel well before
eventually fading to fourth. It could be argued that
European-based jockeys have the upper hand tactically
when it comes to the BC Marathon, highlighted by
Johnny Murtagh’s astute ride aboard Man of Iron last
year. Bright Horizon will certainly benefit from Murtagh’s
experience but lacks a little bit of quality, and should
find a few too good Friday.

Giant Oak has been campaigned at the highest level
this year, with a highly respectable fourth to the BC
Classic bound Blame (Arch) in the Gl Stephen Foster H.
at Churchill June 12 showcasing his ability. The four-
year-old had the re-opposing A.U. Miner behind him that
day, and again last time out when second in the Haw-
thorne Gold Cup. It’s questionable whether he will be
equally suited to the step up in trip, and could struggle
to confirm that form.

West Point Thoroughbred’s stalwart Awesome Gem is
no stranger to the BC, and is best remembered for his
gallant third to Curlin (Smart Strike) in the 2007 GI BC
Classic at Monmouth Park. The seven-year-old gelding
also ran with credit when sixth to Goldikova (Ire)
(Anabaa) in the 2008 GI BC Mile, and again when sev-
enth to Zenyatta (Street Cry {Ire}) in last year’s BC
Classic. Craig Dollase’s versatile charge remains com-
petitive, and has enjoyed another fruitful campaign,
capturing the Gl Hollywood Gold Cup H. three starts
back. Awesome Gem has had made a career out of
attempting to overcome insurmountable obstacles, and
should be involved in the shake-up.

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LAUREL TO SKIP LIVE MEET IN 2011? Due to the
defeat of a measure which would have delayed the
development of a casino a short distance from the
track, officials at Laurel Park have told Daily Racing
Form that the track will not host any live dates in 2011.
Should that come to pass, the state would lose approxi-
mately 120 dates, and only Pimlico would stage live
racing for 40 days around its signature event, the Gl
Preakness S. According to DRF, a 40-day meet would
create a curious situation in the state if racing should
also be cancelled in 2012. Maryland state law man-
dates that $100 million from slot-machine revenues be
directed to the horse racing industry, meaning that
about $50-$60 million would go towards subsidizing
purses. Over the course of a 40-day meet, that would
mean daily average overnight purses of over $1.2 mil-
lion, which would be double that of any other facility.
However, Tom Chuckas, president of Laurel and Pimli-
co, suggested that any purse subsidies would not nec-
essarily incentivize running dates at Laurel or additional
dates at Pimlico, as there are fundamental weaknesses
in the horse racing industry which would not be ad-
dressed by additional purse money. Horsemen have,
according to DRF, already resigned themselves to 40
live dates in 2011. “It’s the beginning of the dismantling
of the Maryland racing industry as we know it,” Alan
Foreman, legal counsel to the Maryland Thoroughbred
Horsemen’s Association told the Form. MI Develop-
ments, which took ownership of Laurel and Pimlico
from Magna Entertainment Corp., lobbied to have the
measure placed on the ballot and spent a reported $6
million in support of the undertaking. In a release on its
website, Chuckas said, “The people of Anne Arundel
County have spoken. While we continue to believe that
Laurel is the optimum location for VLTs in Anne
Arundel County, the Maryland Jockey Club will now
consider its options going forward and we will consult
with the Maryland Racing Commission to enact the
changes required as a result of this lost opportunity at
Laurel.”
