Lawsuit Challenging NJ Sports Betting Ban Thrown Out:
   A federal district judge has thrown out a lawsuit
challenging the constitutionality of a 1992 law banning
most states from offering betting on sports, reports
Northjersey.com. The suit was filed by New Jersey
state senator Ray Lesniak, among others, but Judge
Garrett Brown Jr. found under New Jersey law that
Lesniak and the other parties have no standing to bring
such a lawsuit. "The proper party to bring such a claim
would be New Jersey's attorney general, but the
governor and attorney general have not intervened in
this lawsuit," Brown wrote. Lesniak, himself an
attorney, told Northjersey.com that in his mind the
Adoor was left open@ for a new suit should New Jersey
bettors approve a November referendum to permit
sports betting at Atlantic City casinos and the state=s
racetracks. Owing to a grandfather clause to the
Professional and Amateur Sports Protection Act of
1992, only Nevada, Delaware, Oregon and Montana are
allowed to offer betting on sports.
