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SWING AND A MISS
   TOBA--the Thoroughbred Owners and Breeders
Association, based in Lexington--does do some good
things. They own The Blood-Horse magazine, and
because they owned it, years ago a policy was
instituted that dictated that the publication report the
news, but not comment on it except in editorials; they
were afraid of offending their stakeholders (and
advertisers). This was great news for me when I came
up to Lexington 33 years ago, because it meant there
really weren=t many journalists, or analysts, at the time
who could--or were allowed to--sift through the
statistics and the ads to try and make the statistical
side of the business more intelligible and user-friendly
to the burgeoning number of owners and breeders who
were businesspeople as well as farmers. There was
actually a need for informed comment, and thus I
became, as the late, great John Finney dubbed me, Bill
Opinionheim.
   But Blood-Horse Publications, as it is now, has an
almost total arm=s-length relationship with TOBA, which
has many other worthy programs, including New
Owners seminars and Breeding Clinics. Alberto and
Renata Stein of Argentina=s Haras La Leyenda attended
a four-day TOBA clinic in 2007 when they decided to
get into the business full-time, and raved about the
clinic they attended. And TOBA also has the Graded
Stakes Committee, which has the power and
responsibility to oversee the Graded Stakes program in
North America. And this is a very powerful committee,
make no mistake. Many argue the Graded Stakes
Committee is really TOBA=s principal influence within
the North American industry.
   When the Breeders= Cup announced a prohibition on
Lasix and other race-day medications for all Breeders=
Cup races run during the two-day Championships, it
was not done as some off-the-cuff remark. I suppose if
you don=t have a passport, or don=t care what the rest
of the world thinks--kind of an old, insular attitude it=s
easy for a lot of Americans to adopt--then being out of
step with most of the rest of the world doesn=t matter
to you. But, in the view of the Breeders= Cup Board, it
does matter; and so it should, for economic as well as
moral reasons. I=m continually amazed by breeders who
don=t seem to care if Europeans and other wealthy
owners from big, new emerging nations don=t buy
horses in America. Since top international buyers
traditionally spend twice as much for comparable
pedigrees as top American buyers do, it seems to me it
would be worth while at least taking their views into
account.

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   There is an impressive number of horse people who
don=t live in North America who are deeply suspicious
of American form and American pedigrees, because
Athey all race on drugs.@ It doesn=t wash in athletics, or
cycling, so why should race-day medication be all right
for equine athletes--especially when there are massive
market implications?
   So it was fantastic news for the Breeders= Cup=s new
policy when TOBA=s Graded Stakes Committee
announced it would follow suit, and it is equally
disappointing that they have now reversed themselves,
no doubt bowing to pressure from a big majority of
horsemen who want to keep race-day medication.
Look, it=s not as though the case for race-day
medication is totally without merit. Even as respected a
horseman as Graham Motion is for keeping it; he was
quoted as saying, basically, at least that way you can
monitor and control it. But you know what? They can=t
use it in athletics, they can=t use it in cycling, and they
shouldn=t be able to use it in horse racing. It was a
gutless turnaround by the Graded Stakes Committee. In
protest, I am hereby announcing my resignation, after
30 years of dutifully paying my dues, from TOBA. I
shall be sending Dan Metzger an email to that effect
today. I don=t expect it will make much difference to
anybody, but I=ll feel better about it. The argument that
race-day medication is actually better for horse welfare
is ingenious, but the fact is that no race-day drugs is a
policy that works perfectly well in most of the rest of
the world, and it=s another dramatic example of
American arrogance to suggest that it=s actually okay to
use race-day medication. It isn=t.
   Moreover, TOBA=s climbdown down betrays a
terminal failure of the will to exercise leadership in an
industry where leadership is desperately needed--and
wanted. We all extol the virtues of democracy, but we
must be aware there is such a thing as the >tyranny of
the majority.= The majority is not always right, which is
one reason why leadership in these kinds of situations
is needed. TOBA stepped up to the plate, but when the
pitch came, they=ve whiffed it.

THIRD-CROP SIRES
   Algorithms, the GIII Holy Bull winner by leading
third-crop sire Bernardini (A.P. Indy),  inconveniently
popped a split at entirely the wrong time and had to
miss last Sunday=s GII Fasig-Tipton Fountain of Youth,
in which Union Rags (Dixie Union) routed the
opposition, running a Beyer 95. That won=t win the 
GI Kentucky Derby, but from all accounts trainer
Michael Matz left plenty to work on. Union Rags goes
next for the GI Florida Derby. When Matz won it with
Barbaro in 2006, Barbaro had run a 95 in his previous
race, which in his case was the GIII Holy Bull. Barbaro
went on to win the Florida Derby with a 103, and the
Kentucky Derby with a 111, so there=s some precedent
for assuming we haven=t yet seen the best of Union
Rags. Cont. p8

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   Though Algorithms didn=t get a chance to advance his
sire=s cause last weekend, Darley=s Bernardini (APEX A
Runner Index through end 2011: 3.11) remains miles
clear among third-crop sires, ranked by 2012 progeny
earnings, according to the TDN Year-to-Date Third Crop
Sire List (click here). In fact, his 2012 earnings of over
$1.08 million are more than double those of his nearest
pursuer, Airdrie=s Badge of Silver (Silver Deputy, 0.71).
Darley=s Henny Hughes (Hennessy, 1.38) holds down
third spot at the moment; another Darley stallion,
Rockport Harbor (Unbridled=s Song, 1.38) is also among
the top 10, ranking seventh. With Distinction (Storm
Cat, 0.85), who stands at the Hartley/DeRenzo Farm in
Florida, is in fourth spot, just ahead of Three Chimneys=
Flower Alley (Distorted Humor, 1.47). Flower Alley has
a live Derby candidate in I=ll Have Another, who won
the GII Robert B. Lewis S. and is pointing, along with
the Baffert legions, to the GI Santa Anita Derby. The
other major second-crop son of Distorted Humor, Sharp
Humor (0.96), is sixth, but he was sold by WinStar to
South Korea earlier this year.
   Rockport Harbor is seventh, then comes Vinery NY=s
Bluegrass Cat (Storm Cat, 1.52) and Bandini (Fusaichi
Pegasus, 0.00). The latter was sold to Saudi Arabia,
but does have a couple of useful 3-year-old fillies this
year, including Amie=s Dini, winner of the Martha
Washington S. at Oaklawn Park.

   Rounding out the early 2012 top 10 is Vinery=s
Congrats (A.P. Indy, 1.45), who was the leading
freshman sire of 2010 and is generally considered to be
among the top three in this sire crop, along with
Bernardini and War Front (Danzig, 3.78). The latter
ranks just 15th among third-crop sires by progeny
earnings so far this year, but is tied with Bernardini in
2012 black-type winners (three each), his including last
weekend=s GII San Carlos H. winner The Factor.
Speaking of The Factor, I read in yesterday=s Racing
Post that Ascot=s Nick Smith has been campaigning
co-owner George Bolton to bring him to Ascot to take
on Black Caviar in the Group 1 six-furlong sprint on the
Saturday. One of the issues, Bolton is reported as
saying, is Bob Baffert bridling at the idea of wearing a
top hat. Bob, listen to me, and ask Mark Maronde and
Steve Nagler if you need confirmation--if I can do it,
you can do it. We express our individuality through our
ties (yes, those too). It=s the greatest week of racing in
the world and a complete gas. I might even wear my
kilt, as I=m a resident of Scotland, if you come--but only
if those noted Scotsmen, Mark Johnston and Angus
Gold, agree to, too.

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   But I digress. Number 11 among third-crop sires by
2012 progeny earnings is Northview PA=s Silver Train
(Old Trieste, 0.28); 12th is A.P. Warrior (A.P. Indy,
0.00), who had no A Runners through the end of 2011,
but has the impressive GII Hutcheson S. winner
Thunder Moccasin in his second crop of 3-year-olds,
this year. Next is WinStar=s Artie Schiller (El Prado,
1.81), sire of Mr. Commons, who took his second
one-mile turf Grade II race of the current season at
Santa Anita in the Arcadia. Then it=s on to Claiborne=s
pair of First Samurai (Giant=s Causeway, 1.59) and War
Front, followed by another WinStar sire, Bellamy Road
(Concerto, 2.68).

   The Jockey Club revealed Tuesday that 167 horse
shows across 26 states and a pair of Canadian
provinces have been approved for participation in the
Thoroughbred Incentive Program (TIP). Created last fall
to reward the athletic potential of the Thoroughbred,
the TIP offers sponsorship of restricted classes and high
point awards at sanctioned horse shows. The Jockey
Club has committed $100,000 to the program this
year. AThe response to the Thoroughbred Incentive
Program has been immensely gratifying,@ said Kristin
Hix, legal associate for The Jockey Club and the
administrator of T.I.P. AThis program will help showcase
and reward the breed=s many talents at all levels of
competition, and will encourage the retraining of
Thoroughbreds once they have finished their racing or
breeding careers.@ A new website for the program,
located at www.tjctip.com, features a searchable
calendar of events. There are also two annual, non-
competition awards through TIP. The T.I.P.
Thoroughbred of the Year Award will recognize a
Thoroughbred that has excelled in a non-competitive
career, such as equine-assisted therapy or police work.
The award will include a $5,000 grant to the non-profit
organization associated with the horse or, if not
associated with a non-profit organization, to a
horse-related charity chosen by The Jockey Club. The
T.I.P. Young Rider of the Year Award will recognize a
young rider, 18 or under, who owns or leases a
Thoroughbred for use in 4-H, Pony Club or other
activities. The winner(s) will be determined through an
essay contest with a total award of $5,000 annually
that can be applied to the college of their choice or to
their participation in an event that furthers their
involvement with horses. The application for both is
June 30.
