The mare was
transferred to Neil Drysdale following her purchase at
Fasig-Tipton and made two unplaced starts in California
before being bred to A. P. Indy.

Sharp Susan will reportedly be exported to a leading
stud in South Africa to continue her career as a
broodmare.

CRAVEN BREEZE-UP ON TAP
   Tattersalls= 24th Craven-Breeze-Up Sale begins after
racing in Newmarket tonight with the first of two
evening sessions featuring a total of 183 catalogued
lots. The 2-year-olds, as well as potential buyers, had
to brave blustery and wet conditions for the workout at
the town=s Rowley Mile racecourse yesterday morning,
and it was at times hard to differentiate between the
youngsters= breezes. There was a good crowd taking
shelter to watch the work and, with Sheikh Mohammed
believed to be in Newmarket this week, many
consignors will be hoping the man who has proved
crucial to the success of this sale in recent years plays
a big part.
   Three times between 2004 and 2008 the sale was
topped by a juvenile making 500,000gns or more (the
record price of 625,000gns was set in 2006), but with
a more subdued top-end market these days, vendors
have been more restrained on their yearling purchases.
   "We haven=t spent quite as much as maybe in the
past on the horses,@ offered Mocklershill Stables= Willie
Browne, the sale=s biggest consignor, who has 22
horses catalogued. AWe=ve been reining in for the last
couple of years, but we=d still give 100,000gns for a
yearling, and we=ve got a lot tied up in these horses."
   The veteran County Tipperary-based vendor thought
the breeze-up conditions were challenging, but was
heartened by the spread of viewers at Park Paddocks
yesterday.
   "Obviously the weather wasn=t ideal," Browne added.
"It=s just a pity the ground got churned up so the earlier
lots to breeze were at an advantage. We were busy at
the stables afterwards, pretty much flat out since 
1 p.m., but I=ve got big numbers, so we can=t get
carried away.

   AI haven=t seen a couple of the bigger spenders from
last year, but that could hopefully be offset by other
people here. I=d like to have seen a few more vets, but
there is plenty of time until the sale starts."
   Selling is due to start at 6 p.m. tonight and tomorrow
evening, and Tattersalls= Marketing Director Jimmy
George is happy with the spread of potential buyers in
Newmarket.
   "They were far from ideal conditions for the breeze,
with a combination of strong wind and rain," said George.
"But the fact that the horses breezed so well is testament
to the professionalism of the vendors. As well as the
right faces from Britain and Ireland, it was good to see
interest from the Middle East, Far East and America." For
the full catalogue, visit tattersalls.com.

U.S. Sires Figure Prominent in Catalogue...
   While in 2008, around half of the horses in the
Tattersalls catalogue were by U.S.-based stallions, that
number, while still significant, is around 31% this year.
Both Hard Spun and Speightstown have seven
representatives, and the former is responsible for one of
the dearest yearling purchases. Lot 100 is an Irish-bred
colt whose second dam Bless (Mr. Prospector) is a full
sister to GI Kentucky Derby winner Fusaichi Pegasus, and
realized 100,000gns at Tattersalls as a yearling. He
appears from Paddy Twomey=s Hawthorn Villa Stud.
Those that impressed working included lot 38, a full
brother to GII Barbara Fritchie S. winner Royale Michele
(Elusive Quality), who cost $90,000 as a yearling and
hails from the Mocklershill draft. That consignment also
includes smart workers such as lot 118, a Medaglia d=Oro
filly with a $52,000 yearling cost to recoup; and lot 126,
a son of Tapit who was bought back for i110,000 at
Goffs last year.

Sham-Wow...
   With a dozen catalogued, Shamardal (Giant=s
Causeway) is the best-represented sire. He had several
impressive workers including lots 56 and 145, both fillies
from Mocklershill, while the German-bred colt, lot 104,
offered from Brook Farm, was another to have several
admirers. Lot 36 is a U.S.-bred colt by Oasis Dream (GB)
bought for $140,000 at Keeneland in September and
offered from Charlie and Tracy Vigors= Hillwood.
Meanwhile, lot 130 is a product of another popular sales
sire in Acclamation (GB) (Royal Applause {GB}); the April-
born youngster led out unsold for 100,000gns at
Tattersalls in October. He is offered from the O=Callaghan
family=s Yeomanstown Stud, as is lot 135, a son of
Henrythenavigator who cost $120,000 as a foal and was
bought back for i130,000 at Arqana in August last year.
Lot 122, a son of Speightstown offered by Tally-Ho Stud,
moved well in the breeze, as did lot 176, a son of
Invincible Spirit (Ire) (Green Desert) consigned by Malcolm
Bastard and looking to get back a i76,000 yearling price
tag. This year=s catalogue is 13 lots smaller than in 2011,
although Tattersalls= second Guineas breeze-up has been
resumed. The one-day event, taking place Friday, May 4,
has 122 lots catalogued this year.

   Andre Fabre dominated this trial for the G1 Prix de
Diane in the 1990s, but in the last 15 renewals had
saddled just one winner in Gagnoa (Ire) (Sadler's Wells).
Step forward Waldlerche, the unexposed and exciting
middle-distance prospect who made virtually all the
running to provide her trainer with a seventh renewal.
That equals the previous record set by Geoffroy
Watson between 1959 and 1973. Having won in heavy
ground on debut over a mile at Maisons-Laffitte in
November, Waldlerche was always going to be seen to
best effect over a trip, and Maxime Guyon was keen to
avoid being caught behind when the inevitable sprint
began here. Allowed an easy lead in front, she was
headed only briefly before the final turn, after which
she was back in charge crossing to the stand's side in
early stretch. Two cracks of the whip were all that
were required to seal the result, and she crossed the
line under a tight grip to win with plenty in hand. A trip
to the June 17 Chantilly Classic may not necessarily be
in the cards, as connections are looking across the
Channel now. "She's a nice, strong-galloping filly, but I
haven't yet decided where or when she will run next,"
Fabre said. "She ought to like Epsom and needs a mile
and a half, so she could go straight for the [June 1]

   AA lot of people are going to wait for this horse to
come over to Churchill two weeks from now and they
are going to wait to see if he does what Animal
Kingdom did, the day Animal Kingdom blew
everybody=s mind in his pre-Derby work, and I can tell
them right now that it is not going to happen,@ Irwin
said. AThis is not that kind of horse. He just does not
care in the mornings, but in the afternoon he brings it.
That=s all that really counts.@
   Of the other Derby hopefuls, Irwin ranked GI Arkansas
Derby winner Bodemeister (Empire Maker) and GII Fasig-
Tipton Fountain of Youth S. winner Union Rags (Dixie
Union) at the head of the class. Asked where Went the
Day Well fit into the ranking, Irwin said, AExcluding
Bodemeister, who freaked, if we can keep him out of the

I felt like, at the three-eighths pole, if he
got through, he had a chance and then, at the quarter
pole, when he did get through and he only had a couple
of horses to split, I thought we=re not going to be any
worse than second. Then when he exploded and went
past Hansen like he did, it was just an unbelievable
feeling and an unbelievable amount of respect for him.@

   Almost as dramatic as the late rally was how quickly
jockey Kent Desormeaux pulled Dullahan up after the
wire. 
   AAnybody that watches Kent ride daily, as we do,
knows that he does pull his horses up fast after a race,@
Romans explained. AHe likes to get them pulled up and
brought back, but he told me the other day that, if he
hadn=t taken a big strong hold of Dullahan pulling up
afer the wire, he didn=t know how far he would go. He
was just getting stronger and stronger and he was
afraid he wasn=t going to get him pulled up.@
   Dullahan has yet to win over conventional dirt, with
both career victories coming in Grade I events at
Keeneland, but Romans has plenty of confidence in the
Donegal Racing runner. 
   AI don=t want to sound arrogant, but I said it a long
time ago when he was under the radar, I wouldn=t
change places with anyone right now,@ Romans said.
AWhen we put together for Jerry [Crawford] and
Donegal a profile of what a Derby horse is, this horse
just jumps through every single hoop. The way he can
accelerate and maneuver through a crowd, and the
distance is perfect for him. I do think this is a prototype

   AI=ll Have Another has an amazing stride--he has the
stride of a much taller horse,@ O=Neill described
Tuesday. AHe=s got amazing cardio; you could sit along
the rail with your back to the track and he can gallop by
and you won=t hear him. And he=s got that something
you can=t pick out of a pasture. He=s just got that will,
he is so competitive. There may be horses out there
that are more talented than him, but man, there can=t
be many that have his kind of drive to be first to the
wire and be a leader and not a follower. Even in the
Santa Anita Derby, going 1 1/8 miles, he still had
something left at the end there.@ 
   Still O=Neill admitted to a few anxious moments
watching I=ll Have Another and young rider Mario
Gutierrez in the Santa Anita Derby.
   AI was definitely nervous at the quarter pole,@ the
trainer said. AI was high-fiving around the seven-eighths
pole, I loved the way it unfolded into the first turn, but
then I got real religious there at the quarter pole. But
after the race Mario said he knew he was sitting on a
lot of horse and, when he saw Creative Cause come up
to the inside of him, he got I=ll Have Another to engage
with him, so he brought him over to eyeball him. After
everything was said and done, it made me more proud
of how talented I=ll Have Another is and how well he
and Mario get along together. And this kid, for as little
big stage experience as he has, he has ice in his veins,
this kid.@
   Gutierrez, who shifted his tack from Hastings Park to
Southern California this winter, has now ridden I=ll Have
Another to victory in the Feb. 4 GII Robert B. Lewis S.
and the Santa Anita Derby. Despite his relative
inexperience, O=Neill said there was never a doubt the
Mexico native would retain the mount for the Kentucky
Derby.
    AThere has never been any discussion of whether we
should try to get a bigger name guy,@ O=Neill said. AHe
is just one of those guys that, when you get to know
him, he is such a classy, appreciative, blue collar guy.
You just love having a guy like that on your team. You
know he would run through a wall for you. And he has
come over and worked I=ll Have Another a few times
and they just get along together. It seems like the horse
has a couple extra gears for Mario. They are in sync
and respect each other.@ 
   Looking head to the Kentucky Derby, O=Neill has a lot
of confidence. AI like our style,@ he explained. AWe have
enough speed leaving there to stay out of a lot of chaos
and yet he=s not a run-off where he has to be on the
lead. I love our style and I love our horse. You just have
to worry about the 19 others and what they are going
to do. But I am very confident with what we have.@

   O=Neill did admit to one major concern.
   AIt is a wide open race, but the way Bodemeister ran,
if he were to repeat that, I think everyone else is
running for second.@

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DUBAWI, GIANT’S CAUSEWAY TOP
ALL-WEATHER SIRES
   Statistics almost always need interpretation, and,
often, qualification, especially in this industry. After 
6 1/2 years since all-weather racing debuted in North
America at Turfway Park in September, 2005, there are
now a lot of statistics--in this case, sire statistics--and,
for sure, they need interpretation and qualification.
   First, the bare facts. Since September 1, 2005, and
including all the all-weather tracks in North America,
Europe, and the UAE which The U.S. Jockey Club=s
information arm (TJCIS) counts for us, there have been
106,913 starters, through the beginning of Keeneland
(in other words, the current Keeneland meet is not
included, but Dubai World Cup night is), on all-weather
tracks; 57,523 of those were in North America; 49,390
outside North America. But there the resemblance
rather ends.
   The critical difference is that a lot of North America=s
top racing has taken place on all-weather tracks in the
last few years: Keeneland, all the Southern California
tracks until Santa Anita went back to dirt, Woodbine,
Arlington, etc.; in North America, Grade I races are
routinely run on all-weather tracks--in 2008 and 2009,
the Breeders= Cup >dirt= races were run on Santa Anita=s
all-weather surface. Correct me if I=m wrong, but in
Europe I don=t think anything higher than a Group 3 has
been run on the all-weather. Consequently, North
American horses have won over $1.1 billion on the
all-weather--an average of $19,804 per starter. In the
>other= countries, outside North America, the total is
$274 million--and probably 20% of that has been from
the three Dubai World Cup nights run at Meydan. Even
including Dubai, the average earnings per AW runner
outside North America are just $5,553.
   It=s a similar story with black type. There have been
1,270 stakes races run on the all-weather in the same
period (1.18% of all races run, or one out of every 85
races). But 83% of the stakes races (1,059) have been
run in North America, which is 1.85% (one out of 54)
of all AW races; in Europe and Dubai combined, there
have only been 211 stakes races--just 0.42% (one out
of 238) of all their AW races. Cont. p14

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   As a consequence, most of the statistical leaders are
North American sires. In the click-through files, the
>short list= of 434 sires with 70+ AW starters (click
here), and the alphabetical list of all 4,798 sires to have
had an AW starter since Sept. 1, 2005, the North
American and >Other= statistics are broken out in detail,
so you can look up any sire and see where he has had
his AW runners and how they have done (thanks to
TJCIS and Gary Hadden, who organized their
information). Any time you see a European sire pop up
with good numbers, you can bet they really do work on
the all-weather.
   Given the above qualifiers, we looked at these
statistics from four different angles: (1) cumulative AW
Average-Earnings Index since 9-1-2005; (2) number of
AW stakes winners; (3) percentage of AW SW/AW
runners; and (4) percentage of AW winners/AW
runners. The top 50 in each category are shown in
tables.
   Cumulative AW AEI: In three runnings of the Dubai
World Cup on the Tapeta all-weather surface, only one
of the winners= sires figures in these tables. Brazilian-
bred Gloria de Campeao (by an Argentine-bred son of
Rubiano, Impression) won the 2010 edition, and
Japanese-bred Victoire Pisa, by Sunday Silence=s son,
Neo Universe, won in 2011. Neither sire is included in
these tables. This year the winner was Monterosso, 
and that $6-million first prize vaults his sire, Dubawi, to
leadership in this category; he now has a 3.46
Cumulative AW AEI. The previous leader was Street
Cry (2.84), sire of Zenyatta, winner of 17 races and
over $5.8 million on AW tracks. Remember, a
cumulative average-earnings index simply divides a
sire=s total progeny earnings (in this case, on AW
tracks) by his total number of (AW) starters; the index
is then calculated by dividing that by the average
earnings for all runners. Monterosso=s $6-million payday
averages out to almost $38,000 for each of Dubawi=s
158 AW runners; Zenyatta=s $5.8-million synthetic
bankroll translates to more than $24,000 for each of
the 238 AW runners by her sire, Street Cry.
   But even Zenyatta couldn=t hold second spot in this
category for Street Cry in the face of the terrific prize
money paid out on Woodbine=s Polytrack--a scale which
is unfortunately under serious threat from the Ontario
government, which has now declared it wants to keep
all the slots money for itself. Because it=s a long meet
with terrific purses, three of the top five sires by
Cumulative AW AEI are (or were) Ontario stallions: the
great Bold Executive is the number two sire in this
category, with a 3.05 index (265 AW starters); fourth
and fifth are Where=s The Ring (2.82, 107 AW starters)
and Whisky Wisdom (2.56, 102). Then, number six is
Candy Ride (2.55, 141 AW starters--he=s done very
well in California, of course), followed by the late,
lamented Chester House (3.51, 90 AW starters).

Number of AW Stakes Winners: Here=s a list that
suggests that most of the top sires are top sires
whatever the surface, but obviously these in particular
have done very well on the AW surfaces. Giant=s
Causeway, with 18 stakes winners, tops this table.
Tiznow is second, with 14. Four are tied with 13 each:
Indian Charlie, A.P. Indy, Street Cry, and Smart Strike.
The good California sire Tribal Rule has 12. Tied with
11 are Lemon Drop Kid, Forest Wildcat, Unusual Heat,
and Bold Executive. Tied with 10 are Sky Mesa and the
leading European sire of AW stakes winners, Invincible
Spirit.
Percentage of AW Stakes Winners/AW Starters: Leader
in this category is Chester House (7.78%), followed
closely by Tribal Rule (7.45%). A total of 13 sires have
more than 5% AW stakes winners, the others being:
Florida sire Repent (6.85%); Indian Charlie (6.70%); the
Hennessy horse, Cactus Ridge (6.60%), who moved to
Calumet this year; Sky Mesa (6.45%); his grandsire,
A.P. Indy (6.16%); another Florida stallion, Put It Back
(6.02%); Empire Maker (5.96%); Ghostzapper (5.95%);
Candy Ride (5.67%); Tiznow (5.62%); and Street Cry
(5.46%).
Percentage of AW Winners/AW Starters: Of the 10
sires with 50% or higher AW winners to runners, seven
stand (or stood) in either California or Ontario. In
California are: Marino Marini (57.29%), the leader in
this category (of 434 sires with 70+ AW starters);
Decarchy (50.46%); Tribal Rule (50.31%); and Game
Plan (50.00%). Ontario contributes Milwaukee Brew
(51.92%); Bold Executive (51.70%); and Where=s The
Ring (50.47%). The other three are: Yankee Gentleman
(55.65%); Ghostzapper (54.76%); and Cactus Ridge
(52.83%). The top two are by Storm Cat, as are Giant=s
Causeway and Tribal Rule; and Cactus Ridge is a
grandson. Clearly, AW racing holds no fear for the
Storm Cat line.

THE KYLLACHY FILE: At the end of 2011, Cheveley
Park Stud=s Kyllachy could be described as a useful
European sprint sire, with 13 individual A Runners from
571 foals in six crops of racing age, and an APEX A
Runner Index of 0.82. Then, on Dubai World Cup night
at Meydan, he had the second (Sole Power) in the
$1-million G1 Al Quoz Sprint, and the winner (Krypton
Factor) in the $2-million G1 Golden Shaheen. Back in
Europe, last weekend Kyllachy followed up with two
3-year-old Group 3 winners: the filly Noble Hachy won
the G3 Premio Carlo Chiesa in Italy; and the colt Dragon
Pulse, who had won the G2 Futurity and run second in
the G1 National S. when trained by Jessie Harrington in
Ireland last year, only upset previously unbeaten
Dabarsim in the G3 Prix de Fontainebleau. The son of
Pivotal may be 14 years old, but I think this makes
Kyllachy the newest TDN Rising Star; his 2012 progeny
earnings are now over $2.3 million, and he=s knocking
on the door of the Top 10 on the TDN Year-to-Date
General Sire List (click here).

DEL MAR REVEALS ‘12 STAKES SCHEDULE
   The 75th racing season at Del Mar will feature a
stakes schedule worth $7.775 million, topped by the
$1-million GI TVG Pacific Classic Aug. 26. The
oceanside oval will run July 18 through Sept. 5. Ten of
the stakes have received purse increases, and Oak Tree
has lent its name and purse assistance to several
events. The GII Palomar H. at 8 1/2 furlongs for turf
distaffers has been renamed the Yellow Ribbon H., and
will be contested on Labor Day with a purse of
$250,000. There are also two new turf races for 
2-year-olds worth $100,000 each.
