May 22, 1974...Locust Hill Farm=s Ruffian won her first
start by 15 lengths at odds of 4-1 at Belmont Park.

May 23, 1936...Rushaway, ridden by Johnny Longden,
won his second Derby in as many days, taking the 1 1/4-
mile  Latonia Derby at Latonia in Kentucky; he had
captured the 1 1/8-mile Illinois Derby, run at Aurora
outside of Chicago, the previous day.

May 23, 1992...Jockey Jacinto Vasquez rode his
5,000th career winner aboard Susan Pixum at Calder
Race Course.

May 27, 1985...Spend a Buck, winner of the GI
Kentucky Derby three weeks earlier, won the GIII Jersey
Derby after bypassing the GI Preakness S. The colt
earned a $2-million bonus for sweeping the Cherry Hill
Mile H., Garden State S., Kentucky Derby and Jersey
Derby.
