AThey=re all exciting
and they never get old.@
   Jockey Rafael Bejarano was riding Paynter for the
first time in a race, but came into the Haskell with
plenty of confidence. AI knew I could come from off the
pace if I wanted to,@ Bejarano said. AI pulled him to the
outside and that was that. He ran so easy. I knew
Gemologist was the horse to beat, but if he wanted to
go to the lead, that was fine. At the half-mile pole, my
horse blew by him. It was thrilling for me to win the
Haskell. It=s a great race, and great for my career.@
   Stealcase (Lawyer Ron), who threw his head at the
start and spotted the field several lengths, was up for
third.
