   This adventuresome group includes buyers and sellers
as well as some lookers trying to get a feel of the
market in the European country that offers the best
prizemoney and premiums to owners and breeders as
well as the delectable wine, food and sunshine of the
Normandy coast. 
   Another advantage of buying horses in France, some
said this week, is the fact that, like most other major
racing nations in the world, no drugs are allowed in
racing.
   "As the world gravitates away from medication, I can
see there is great opportunity here," said Dr. Jeff Berk,
an equine veterinarian based in Lexington known for his
equine work at sales, who was scouting the entries on
behalf of an American client.
   "I think we need to get with the program and stop
fighting (the rest of the world)," he added of the
medication issue.
   Berk picked out five horses "that anyone would like
to have" and indicated he might bid. "As an American,
you can leave a horse here for the premiums or you can
take it back home. It seems like you have tremendous
options here," he said.
   Florida-based bloodstock agent Eugenio Colombo also
was in attendance, shopping for a "nice filly" for an
American client because Deauville pedigrees are high
class and the horses have been bred from those who
are "free of medication."
   Other American-based agents on the scene include
David Ingordo and Cecil Seaman. 
   "I wanted to look at all the yearlings by Sea The
Stars (Ire) (Cape Cross {Ire}," said Seaman, who was
representing one American and one European client.
However, he said it is too early for him to form an
opinion on the sire's first offspring as he has not yet
been able to gain enough measurements of Sea The
Stars yearlings to analyze them in his unique system.
   "They've got some nice horses here--this is a very
strong sire sale," Seaman remarked, adding that colts
and fillies by Darley's freshman New Approach (Ire)
(Galileo {Ire} had especially drawn his attention.

   Also strolling through the picturesque sale grounds on
a warm and sunny Saturday was Stella Thayer,
president of Tampa Bay Downs who was recently
elected to The Jockey Club board of stewards, with
trainer Nicolas Clement. 
   "This is just lovely," she said, "and it would be
wonderful to be able to race here."
   On the selling side was Runnymede Farm of Paris,
Kentucky, which currently boards two mares at Hubert
Honore's Haras d'Ommeel in France and which offered
through that farm a filly by Invincible Spirit (Ire) (Green
Desert) who is a half sister to GI winner Palace Episode
(Machiavellian) and to the dam of GII winner and
multiple GI-placed Laughing Lashes (Mr. Greeley).
Runnymede will keep the filly after she did not meet her
reserve at i125,000.
   However, that was not a bad result for the farm,
owned by Catesby Clay and his family. They decided
prior to the session that the filly's pedigree, featuring
Runnymede foundation mare Kazadancoa (Fr) (Green
Dancer) as the third dam and her individual qualities
made her special.
   "For all those reasons, we are glad to keep her," said
Runnymede General Manager Martin O'Dowd, who was
in Deauville.

I found
no fractured ribs or damage to his shoulder area, but
his heart rate was up. I think he got the air knocked out
of him. My main concern was that he might have a lung
contusion or trauma to his lungs from the blow, but we
wouldn=t be able to find that out for a while.@ Jackson
Bend had been pointing toward the GI Forego S. at
Saratoga Sept. 1, which he won last year. ALet=s see
what happens the next couple of days,@ Zito said when
asked about the horse=s Forego status. AThe main thing
is we need to get him back to normal. He is an amazing
horse, and this proves how amazing he is.@ Both riders
and Little Nick were uninjured.

RACING GODS GIVE--AND TAKE AWAY
   Often I curse the racing gods. They give and they
take away, mainly in unfair proportions. Racing must be
number one on the street of broken dreams, heart break
an intrinsic part of the game. 
   Just last week former Australian Horse of the Year
Typhoon Tracy (Red Ransom) died after foaling a Street
Cry colt. They said the five time Group 1 winner gave
no sign of pain or even discomfort. The old-timers
reckon that is because she was a champion who had
run through the pain barrier so often she felt there was
nothing worth complaining about.   
   While this view maybe the non-veterinarian diagnosis,
for Typhoon Tracy's owners the racing gods had given
--then taken away. 
   Saturday we saw the giving back in bountiful ways
when an unheralded gelding called Psychic Mick won
the time honored Vain Stakes, a A$120,000 listed race
over 1100 meters for 3-year-old colts and geldings that
has launched the careers of many, most recently,
Australia's July Cup hero Starspangledbanner (Choisir). 
   While Caulfield's heavy track would have been
described as a bog before polite society deemed it a
heavy 9, Psychic Mick was sent out as second favorite
given his unbeaten Adelaide form. Untroubled early,
Mick just took this stakes race by the throat in the
straight and literally ran away from them--and into the
record books.

   And there maybe more, for the deep bay holds an
entry into the Caulfield Guineas, the Group 1 mile
recognized in Australia as the stallion makers race.
Unfortunately, a stud career will never be the end to
this story--the psychic powers invoked in buying him
did not include barring the surgeon=s knife.   
   However, the now growing legend of Psychic Mick
restores your faith in the genetic casino of horse
auctions and would bring the most ardent non-believer
back into the fold of the racing church--and under the
influence of the racing gods.  
   Bought for just A$10,000 at the third tier Adelaide
Magic Million sales, he is the first stakes winner, indeed
the first winner for his parents, Shinzig (Danehill) and
the winning Bianconi mare Super Fund.  
   While the shunned Shinzig's career was already in
limbo, Super Fund's future as a broodmare is equally
uncertain, sold empty last year for the rock bottom
price of A$600, just saving her from knacker's yard
which would have been a dreadful end for the half
sister to Lascoux, who amassed $1.7 million winning
races in Macau.
   But the economics of Psychic Mick's past is merely
the beginning. 
   He was purchased by Adelaide horse fancier Mick
Duffield on a premonition--a dream the night before the
sales that he must buy lot 118.
   Next morning, consumed by the dreamtime
revelation, he grabbed his brother in law Daniel Clarken,
a battling trainer who supplements his income by
driving horse floats, and headed for the sales--and the
box of lot 118.
   A natural horseman not given to the super natural,
Clarken went along for the ride and had to agree the
yearling in 118 was indeed a nice type if unfashionably
bred and at the right price, meaning cheap, he should
buy it. 
   After paying less than a third of the auction average
Duffield sought a partner, his friend, the distinguished
equine vet Dennis Bowden who operates a popular
practice in the untouched beauty of the Adelaide Hills
at Oakbank, famous as the home of the world's biggest
picnic race meeting each Easter. 
   Bowden, a veteran of horse ownership with a
practical knowledge of its pitfalls, needed some sweet
talking. I know because Dennis is my vet and has
patiently helped me through the travails of horse
breeding in the five years I have been in the Hills. 
   During the purchase saga of what became Psychic
Mick, Dennis tossed up the vagaries and his misgivings
about buying another horse. His fateful decision may
have given him by far his best yet although he was a
part owner of another good one, Group 3-winning mare
Ocean Challenger (Rubiton) who visits champion
Redoute's Choice (Danehill) this season. Dennis has a
lot to look forward, too, but as is life's way it does
serve up other challenges. 

   Saturday saw Dennis listening to the Vain Stakes
from his hospital bed where he is making a brave stand
against serious illness. As is typical of the impoverished
health system, there was no access to pay television or
internet services for Dennis to watch the race, so he
reversed the communication revolution and listened on
radio. 
   At home in the Hills his wife Jill listened in to the
radio. AI don't mind being old fashioned--if he wins it
doesn't matter how I know,@ she said.  
   The win will give Dennis a much needed lift as it has
his mate Mick and trainer Daniel Clarken. AThe racing
gods have smiled on the battlers,@ said Clarken, a
loveable character of the turf, still in shock. 
   What he didn't say was whose final decision it was
to call the horse Psychic Mick. That would have taken
courage at the time, risking derision if he had failed, but
look at them now!
   Sometimes, just sometimes, the good guys win.

The Table 42 crew
also included Chase, an attorney from Nashville who
said he had always wanted to attend the races at
Saratoga and an evening with Rivera was just the thing
to entice him to head north.
