I would like to sincerely
wish them every success in the future.@ Pat Downes,
The Aga Khan=s stud manager in Ireland, said, AThere
were differences between the parties and it was agreed
to end the association with immediate effect.@ Murtagh
had ridden for the world-renowned owner-breeder
previously, when stable jockey to John Oxx from 1992
to 2003, during which time he rode 18 Group 1
winners in the famed emerald green-and-red silks.

Statement from RMTC
   The Kentucky Horse Racing Commission recently approved
regulations based on the Association of Racing Commissioners
International (RCI) Model Rules. The regulations concern major
medications reported to the public in racing forms. These model rules,
which incorporated broad industry input, were originally developed by
the RMTC.
Simply put, the model rules: 
·        Limit race-day medications to furosemide (Lasix), the only
medication shown conclusively to reduce exercise-induced pulmonary
hemorrhage (EIPH). 
·        Limit administration of race-day furosemide to non-practicing
veterinarians to restrict access to in-today horses, 
·        Reduce the threshold for the non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drug
(NSAID) phenylbutazone from five micrograms per milliliter to two
micrograms per milliliter of plasma or serum in post-race samples,
minimizing the action of this medication during pre-race examinations.
   The Kentucky HPBA recently challenged those regulations before
members of the Kentucky Legislature.  
   According to RMTC Chairman Dr. Robert Lewis, “The RMTC-
recommended model rule on race-day medication was developed by the
RMTC after thorough analysis of available scientific and veterinary data.
It was thoughtfully discussed and considered by all members and was
approved by an overwhelming majority of the board of directors.
   “Ultimately, the board determined that approving these regulations
was imperative to protecting our equine athletes and furthering the
RMTC’s mission of strengthening the integrity of racing,” said Lewis.
“Furthermore, each provision was already being successfully
administered at one or more racing jurisdictions in North America when
they were developed as a national uniform model rule.”

   The regulations as approved by the RMTC were presented to and
approved by the RCI. Many jurisdictions and race tracks have already
successfully approved one or more of these regulations for
Thoroughbred, American Quarter Horse, Standardbred and Arabian
racing. The RMTC recommends that all racing jurisdictions adopt the
RCI Model Rules. 
   “Adoption of these regulations by racing commissions is an important
step for uniform rules, policies and testing standards at the national
level,” said RMTC Executive Director and COO Dr. Dionne Benson.
“The racing public and racing participants deserve a national uniform
medication policy. We encourage Kentucky and all horse racing
jurisdictions in the U.S. to adopt them.” 
   The RMTC consists of 25 racing industry stakeholders and
organizations that represent Thoroughbred, Standardbred, American
Quarter Horse and Arabian racing. The organization works to develop
and promote uniform rules, policies and testing standards at the national
level; coordinate research and educational programs that seek to ensure
the integrity of racing and the health and welfare of racehorses and
participants; and protect the interests of the racing public.

   In a business characterized by many more valleys
than there are peaks, you take what you get as a
trainer. Clive Cox may not be a household name, but an
eight-day stretch earlier this month would make him the

envy of most
conditioners. On 
Aug. 18, the stable
was represented by 
3-year-old Lethal Force
(Ire) (Dark Angel
{GB}), who upset
Strong Suit (Rahy) in
the G2 Hungerford S.
(video). The following
afternoon, the stable=s
marquee runner,

Reckless Abandon (GB) (Exchange Rate), cemented his
status as one of Europe=s leading juveniles in the 
G1 Prix Morny at Deauville (video), and a week later,
the venerable Jimmy Styles (GB) (Inchinor {GB}) capped
the streak with a 12-1 score in the G3 Prix de Meautry
back at Deauville (video). 
   AWe=ve had a real purple patch, and I must say, it=s
been very enjoyable, to say the least,@ Cox commented.
ATo have a Group 1, 2 and 3 winner in a week was very
special. It=s been a super streak. We=re all very thrilled
with the success of late.@
   Cox is a successful former National Hunt jockey with
nearly 100 winners, who later transitioned to training
Thoroughbreds and became the assistant to trainer
Mikey Heaton Ellis in the late 1990s. He took over the
license at Barbury Castle when Ellis passed away in
1999, and in 2000, relocated with his wife Tina and
daughters Lucy and Emily to the Beechdown Stables
yard in Lambourn, Berkshire, not far from Newbury
Racecourse. 
   It took Cox until 2007 to register his first win at the
group level when Beacon Lodge (Ire) (Clodovil {Ire})
landed the G3 Mountgrange Stud S. Other horses to fly
the flag for the stable included Balthazaar=s Gift (Ire)
(Xaar {GB}), himself victorious in the 2009 running of
the Hungerford; and Dunelight (Ire) (Desert Sun {GB}),
but those horses were retired in the early part of this
decade, leaving a massive void.
   Enter Reckless Abandon.
   Purchased by Cox for just ,24,000 at last year=s
Doncaster August Yearling Sale, Reckless Abandon is
now perfect in his four career outings following his
Morny score over horses trained by the likes of O=Brien,
Hannon, Fabre and Head.

   AHe=s an exceptional horse, the kind you always
dream about,@ admits Cox. AIt=s great that he came
along. He was very athletic with a very good eye and a
good walker. He was good value for the money and
that=s definitely been the case. We had a lot of
>Saturday= horses retired last year and he came along at
an important time for all of us.@
   For the entire operation, Royal Ascot was nothing
short of life-changing.
   AI=m fortunate to have had a couple of winners at
Royal Ascot before,
though not in any of
the 2-year-old races,@
Cox explained. AIt=s a
championship meeting,
very much like the
Olympics, I would
suggest, and it meant
an awful lot, not just
for me, but for the
whole team.@
   Faced with a
decision of where to go from there, it was off to France
for the first of his two appearances in the country.
   AAfter he=d won his Group 2 at Royal Ascot, he went
to France for the first time for the G2 Robert Papin S.,
which was another half a furlong,@ said Cox. He didn=t
have a penalty, being that it was a Group 2. Logically,
then, after winning two Group 2s, we were stepping up
to six furlongs for the Morny and that proved to be the
right decision. It all seemed a very logical path for a
horse that was good enough to take those decisions
with. It was very special, indeed.@
   Reckless Abandon is penciled in for the G1 Middle
Park S. at Newmarket Oct. 13. That six-furlong event is
a AWin and You=re In@ event for the Breeders= Cup
Juvenile Sprint. Cox wouldn=t rule out a trans-Atlantic
trip, saying, AI=ll never say never, but that=s a long ways
off.@
   Just one week after the Morny, Cox was back at the
picturesque French track for the Meautry with Jimmy
Styles, who had been knocking on the door in stakes
company, but had not been able to crack that level
since winning the Listed Cammidge Trophy in April
2011. 
   AHe=s always been a horse that=s campaigned at a
high level, but we=d never won a Group 3 with him
before,@ Cox said of the veteran, a 32,000gns purchase
out of the 2005 Doncaster St Leger Yearling Sales.
AHe=d run a little bit disappointing in a conditions race
before that didn=t quite work out tactically [fifth at
Doncaster Aug. 4], but we gave him a chance to
freshen up and get an edge on him and I=m glad it paid
dividends.@
   Three-year-old Lethal Force, an i8,500 acquisition
out of the 2010 Tattersalls Ireland sale, was the
biggest surprise of the bunch, despite his consistency
over his two years at the races. Cont. p9

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   AThis horse had actually never been out of the first
four in his life,@ Cox confirmed. ABut the likes of Strong
Suit obviously have a much stronger rating.

It=s fair to
say they let him get
away with it a little
bit, but that said, he=s
a very decent horse,

very high-profile winners. And the key to what he=s
looking for?
   AI know the type of horses I like to buy and at the
end of the day there=s a little bit of luck involved with
it,@ he stated. ABut these are the horses we like to train
and we=re trying to do our best with them. It=s great
when it all works out. I=ve been around long enough to
know that you=ve never cracked this game, and I think
being a jumps jockey first is a good lesson to learn en
route. We=re certainly enjoying the success we=ve had
over the last few weeks. You get a feeling for certain
things you like. Of course, the pedigree--you want to
always buy as nice a pedigree as you can afford. I=ve
never had huge budgets to spend, so you do the best
with what you=ve got and that=s as much as you can
say, really.@

He was bet down to 7-5
favoritism when unveiled on the main track Aug. 22, but faded to fourth
after setting a below-average pace (seven points below par early on the
Moss Pace Figure scale). Trainer Gary Contessa must have had
Goodtolook cranked up first out considering the money he took, and the
conditioner's stats in similar spots to this leave a lot to be desired.

Trainer Pat Kelly did
run third at 18-1 with another 2-year-old firster over this course and
distance on the 17th, so there's reason to believe Noosh's Tale can be
well-enough prepared to let her pedigree shine.

   Beer Is Good has a lot more going for himself besides having a great
name. The Mid-Atlantic shipper proved he belonged in these parts with
a strong second to Precious Metal (returned off the Jacobson claim to
run a career-best 86 Beyer behind the in-form Mineswept at the Spa
Aug. 20) after dueling throughout and leading in deep stretch in a $20k
beaten tagger for conditioner Robert Bailes July 26. Claimed by Team
Clear Star Stable and trainer Rick Schosberg out of that effort, the son
of Bob and John returned on relatively short notice when hiked up to this
level Aug. 10, and just never showed up, flashing early speed and tiring
to finish a well-beaten ninth at 5-1, but he does have some excuses to
consider.
