A
half-brother to the 2005 G2 Ribblesdale S. winner
Thakafaat (Ire) (Unfuwain), he hails from the immediate
family of Footstepsinthesand (GB) and this year’s
G1 Phoenix S. scorer Pedro the Great
(Henrythenavigator). “Power was a very talented and
early-maturing two-year-old, he’s by a very successful
sire and comes from a great family, so we’d expect him
to sire plenty of good 2-year-olds with that extra bit of
class. He’s a very welcome addition to the roster,”
Coolmore’s Eddie Fitzpatrick said.

RAIDERS OF THE LOST ARC

We nearly lost the soul of the G1 Qatar Prix de I'Arc
de Triomphe this year as numerous marquee horses,
including last year’s winner Danedream, Nathaniel and
Snow Fairy were forced to withdraw for various
reasons. But a new horde of raiders have jumped in to
fill the gap, including three supplemented horses,
several that had been sitting on the fence, and a few
other surprise entries.

Orfevre could become the first Japanese horse to win
the Arc, and the first to win from post 18 since Alleged
in 1977. Japanese horses have been knocking at the
door for the last decade. But even after the defections
of three top contenders, Orfevre would still have to
defeat a formidable field. As John Sparkman noted in
Friday’s TDN, “..for more than a decade now, the best
Japanese horses have been as good as any in the
world.” However, with 70 accredited Japanese
journalists, all promising to make bets on Orfevre (7-2
in the ante-post) for relatives, friends and friends of
friends, the odds figure to be below the fair value level.

Camelot, with Dettori up, is b-2 ante-post. We can
excuse Camelot for his loss in the St Leger marathon
Triple Crown bid. But clicking on the past performances
of all the horses he has soundly defeated, none of them
will take your breath away. Aidan O’Brien has shown he
can win this race, but never with a 3-year-old and he’s
tried again and again. With hoards of British and lIrish
punters in the grandstand, Camelot’s odds will be far
below fair value. Cont. p21
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This means that any one of the usual suspects, with
an opportunistic ride (this is a jockey’s race), could get
the jump on the others and charge home first. An artful
bet against the two favorites could make sense.

On their best days, Gl Breeders’ Cup Turf winner St
Nicolas Abbey for O’Brien; Andre Fabre’'s Meandre; and
the consistent Sea Moon could emerge from the
peloton in mid-stretch. Sea Moon, especially dangerous
on soft going, took lots of late book action until he
drew post 16. Masterstroke, never worse than second
in six starts, could light up the tote for regular Arc
winner Fabre, but the horses he’s defeated are from a
lesser league. But beware of Masterstroke (post 17)--six
of Fabre’s seven Arc winners were 3-year-olds. If it
rains, his pedigree is a plus. His sire Monsun won a
Group | on heavy ground and his dam is a daughter of
Urban Sea, Arc winner on a wet track.

On the other hand, six of the seven times that Fabre
presented a horse in the Arc for the second time, the
case for Meandre from post 13, the horse ran worse
than the first time. Meandre was once able to defeat
both Shareta and last year’s Arc winner Danedream.

Kesampour’s lackluster Prix Niel would seem to knock
him out, having failed to hold on off a crawling pace,
but he was only a length behind Saonois when fourth in
the French Derby. Along with Kesampour, the Aga
Khan has also has Bayrir, who was supplemented.
Bayrir finished second to Saonois in the Prix Niel. It
costs “only” €100,000 to supplement.

These last two, especially Bayrir (winner of the Gl
Secretariat S. at Arlington and three other races from
six starts, have flattered Saonois. Saonois blew them
away in the Prix Niel prep, even after being mired for
near eternity on the rail with nowhere to go.

Saonois (also supplemented) could offer wager value,
as he also won the French Derby with a similar late
burst. If you watch Saonois’ races, you will see the
talented 20-year-old rider Antoine Hamelin wait
patiently without going wide, hoping that a door would
open. Saonois could do it again, but this Mark
Cavendish of Thoroughbreds will need to find that
opening once again. He’'ll have lots of supporters in the
grandstand; he is known as the “Baker’s Horse” because
he was purchased for only €8,000 by a baker named
Pascal Treyve, along with a trainer friend, Jean-Paul
Gauvain. According to Paris-Turf, Qatar investors
offered them €3 million for the little colt following the
Prix Niel. The offer was turned down. Now investors
can buy Mr. Treyve’s bakery since he’s decided to go
into racing full-time. Saonois could be the first horse in
racing history that was purchased for €8,000 and later
supplemented for €100,000! As a racing fan, I'd like to
see Saonois win the Arc, against the O’Briens, Aga
Khans, Fabres and Stoutes, and the odds should be
better than fair for a win bet.

If the track is reasonably dry (70% chance of rain
Saturday), then the filly Shareta is a major contender.
Second in last year’s Arc for Royer-Dupre, this Aga
Khan filly has improved this year, and seems a good bet
with odds considerably above those of Orfevre and
Camelot. On prep day at Longchamp, Shareta won the
Prix Vermeille in about five seconds faster than Saonois
(Prix Niel) and Orfevre (Prix Foy) with a significantly
faster early pace. Orfevre’s trainer Yasutoshi lkee said
that Orfevre was only 75% ready for the Prix Foy.

Shareta’s running style is near to the pace, and that
will keep her out of trouble. She starts from the 11,
with the rabbits inside of her, which fits her pressing
style. She showed two moves in the same race in her
Yorkshire Oaks win. Two of the fillies who finished
behind her in the Prix Vermeille, Solemia and the
improving Yellow and Green are rightfully entered,
though big longshots. Either could surprise. Solemia will
have Peslier aboard, a considerable asset.

If you like Shareta, and value her place finish in last
year’s Arc, then you must consider another
supplemented entrant, the John Gosden filly Great
Heavens, Nathaniel’s sister. Nathaniel scratched with a
fever. Great Heavens replaces him, at 12-1 ante-post,
drawing post 7. According to Gosden, in Sporting Life:
"They had significant rain in Paris overnight, so a few
things weighed in favour of running and | think the
owners have made a very sporting decision to let her
take her chance." The stable does not see Great
Heavens as an equal to Nathaniel.

This past summer, Shareta and Great Heavens
defeated the same horses, in the Yorkshire Oaks at
Ascot and the Irish Oaks at the Curragh respectfully.
You might wish to compare the two horses visually.
Click here for Shareta’s Yorkshire Oaks and here for
Great Heavens’s Irish Oaks. But can Mr. Gosden have
the filly ready after such a long holiday? He's done this
often, winning big-money races off long layoffs.

Between Shareta and Great Heavens, a dry track
favors Shareta and a soft track will favor Great
Heavens. The weather is yet another tricky variable
adding to the Arc puzzle. | will split my charity win bets
between Great Heavens (more on soft going), Shareta
(more on a good surface) and Saonois. Place will offer
generous payoffs if you think the two favorites will be
out.

A few horses have not been mentioned. This has
happened to me before, where the winner has come
from the few | have ignored. This is a humbling game.
Check the Galileos, Mikhail Glinka at 80-1 and Ernest
Hemingway at 100-1, as well as Haya Landa (150-1)
and the rabbits Aventino and Robin Hood at 250-1.
I've been told that for the first time, the U.S. betting
pool will be commingled with the French pool. That
may create a surprise or two in the odds.

DESPITE PROGRESS, RED FLAGS AT RACING
AND BETTING FORUM
By Michele MacDonald

Without an intense reinvention of itself, horse racing
faces a strong chance of becoming "obsolete,”
attendees of the European Pari Mutuel Association's
5th Racing and Betting Business Forum in Paris were
warned Oct. 5 by Philippe
Germond, president of France's
Pari Mutuel Urbain (PMU).

Even though the PMU reported a
4.5% growth on race betting in
2011, the racing product even in
that vibrant jurisdiction is not
keeping pace with the larger world
of sport and communications on a
number of fronts, he said.

"If we don't innovate, don't use

new technologies, we will face,
PMU’s Philippe Germond step by step, a decline of 2 to 3
(percentage) points per year,"
Germond asserted. "My strong belief is that if we do
not change the image of horse racing, the growth we
have today is going to vanish."

Germond said racing must leverage its stars and
make certain the sport's heroes appear frequently on
television and through other media. He also urged the
implementation of race tracking technology like Trakus,
along with the use of high-definition video, which he
called a "no brainer.”

The third prong in his suggestions was increased
promotions of all major racing events.

"We have to create a lot of buzz, making people
come to the races,” he said. "If there is not innovation,
horse racing will become obsolete. It is not going to be
good news for the industry.

"We need to transform--it's quite urgent," he said,
adding that racing must become "fashionable" again.
He praised the Hong Kong Jockey Club, which has
developed interactive handicapping software and
opened trendy bars and events catering to young
people at the HKJC's Happy Valley Racecourse, among
other programs described by Bill Nader, HKJC executive
director of racing.

Germond's comments sparked the liveliest discussion
of the day during a session featuring top executives of
betting companies.

Harald Dorum, chief executive of Norsk Rikstoto,
which administers betting in Norway, noted that the
most popular wagering product in that country was
developed in 1964, which is not unusual with racing
and affiliated wagering entities.

"There is absolutely the need to innovate and
modernize the betting product” as well as entertaining
players with new options and encouraging horse
ownership, he said while advocating a program begun
in Sweden that offered small and affordable shares in
racehorses for annual payments of only about €50.

Jean-Luc Moner-Banet, director
general of Switzerland's lottery and
betting operations, declared that,
"We have to do something that is
not an evolution of our offering, but
a revolution.”

However, none of the participants
floated any revolutionary concepts.

Nader contributed the most
specific ideas in the form of the
programs developed by the HKJC,
including the social events focusing
on drawing young people to the
track and educating them in
wagering. Most important in Hong
Kong is information, which the HKJC provides to
players in detail on its website, including even such
details as how many laps of the equine pool runners
take while training.

"In our market, no information is too much--we like to
pour it on," Nader said. "We believe information is
power; the more the customer knows, the better the
customer will be for us."”

Nader said the HKJC is considering installing Trakus
as another avenue of detailed data for handicappers. He
also emphasized that racing organizations must actively
promote champions like Frankel and Black Caviar
through all means to attract new customers who
become excited about exceptional champions.

Craig Fravel, president and chief executive of
Breeders' Cup Ltd., said that organization will focus this
year on making the on-track
experience for owners and
trainers more upscale and unique
than it has been. "The event
experience is becoming more
and more important,” he noted.

Racing organizations, both
domestically and around the
world, would advance much
more rapidly if they would work
together to collectively develop
new streams of data and
distribution, Fravel said,
confiding that "one of the great
disappointments" about
American racing is the
fragmentation in the business that hinders overall
growth.

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Technology in much of the industry is seriously
dated, other participants noted. Some of the largest
entities in racing, including the Japan Racing
Association, the HKJC and Australia's Tabcorp, rely on
betting systems developed 15 to 30 years ago, said
Christophe Leray, PMU's chief information officer.
There is no market standard in terms of software, he
added.

While there were no breakthrough advancements
announced at the forum, two totalizator companies
operating in North America revealed some new
initiatives.

Keith Johnson, vice president of marketing/technical
sales for AmTote International, said that company has
finished testing with PMU and is readying to provide
France's jackpot wager, Quinte Plus, to its customers.
AmTote plans to follow with Sweden's jackpot V75 bet
and the British Tote's Scoop®6.

Meanwhile, Sportech has signed a strategic
agreement with Longitude LLC to develop sports
betting in single pools. Longitude, with servers in New
York, is relying on patented calculations developed by
financial traders that can assemble all bet types in a
single pool and calculate odds for each type.

lan Hogg, chief executive of Sportech in the United
Kingdom and online, said the company considered
working with Longitude on horse racing, but
determined there were too many organizations to deal
with in the sport to make it likely to succeed.

"We'll go live with single pools and see if it works,"
Hogg said. "It fits with our ideas of innovation.”

Sportech also has signed a strategic relationship with
UK social betting operator Bodugi.

| have been training for over thirty years and feel that
if we do not clean our own house and do it in a hurry,
we are going to lose more of our precious horses and
fans. | think that the biggest issue that we all face is
the drug problem with racing and the biggest drug issue
concerns the use of lasix. The lasix issue is a very
complicated issue and even though people claim to
know the truth, no one really knows. | took a couple of
horses off of lasix this summer to try and find out
where | stand and to feel confident that they would not
bleed, | also did not give them any of the pre-race
meds, bute, banamine, azium ect. | feel that the pre-
race meds set a horse up to bleed. | had surgery this
past year and the doctor really stressed not to take any
nsaids within a week of the surgery due to the risk of
bleeding. We allow our horses to get the NSAIDS 24
out from the race and then scratch our heads and
wonder why they bleed!! The two horses that | did this
with, Herculon and Mad Dancer, did not bleed. It is a
trade off, as both horses did have minor problems that
the pre-race meds might have helped and you have to
wonder if the 20 to 30 pounds that the horses lose
because of the lasix would make a big diffrence. The
sad part is that on the days that they ran, they were
the only horses for the whole day that ran without
lasix. In hindsight and thinking it through, | feel that
Herculon would have run better with the pre-race meds
and lasix and Mad Dancer was better off without it.
Both horses recovered from the races much better than
they did when they got the lasix, so | felt very good
about that and could bring them back on a quick return
if needed. My honest opinion is that only about 25% of
the horses would bleed if they were not given any of
the pre-race meds and if the pre-race meds are in play
then 75% will bleed. My opinion as well as all the other
trainers, owners, vets and gamblers means nothing
without proof so | came up with an idea that | feel will
resolve the issue and let us know the direction we need
to take within three months. The idea is to have 10
racetracks across the country have 2 races per day that
are drug free or limit the drugs. These races will either
have a bonus for the trainers or simply enhance the
purses so we get the maximum parcipitation. Have 2yo,
3yo, 4yo and up, fillies and colts, long and short. Have
races where pre-race meds are allowed but no lasix,
have races where nothing is allowed at all. After each
race, every horse in the race is scoped by a Racing
Commision Vet and have the records very well
documented. In three months we will have a 10,000-
12,000 horse research project that will let us know
exactly where we stand and let us know for sure what
needs to be done. We will not be counting on some
small study that was done in South Africa years ago. |
know that this will be a very expensive experiment but
feel that it is the most important thing we can do and
hope that the racing community can pitch in and get it
done.
