   Once again excluding last season=s dispersal figures,
gross was down from last year=s $23,362,000 to
$22,278,500 this year. The average fell from $106,676
in 2011 to $95,207 this term, while the median dipped
to $75,000 from $85,000 in 2011. The RNA rate
increased from 26.51% to 30.36% in 2012.
   AI thought it was a pretty good sale,@ said Robertson.
AThe babies sold well and there were also a few
surprises on the high side. It was good trade all the
way to the last mare.@
   Despite figures falling from a year ago, Robertson
was quick to point out a few positives from the
session.

Saturday=s GI Breeders= Cup Classic with Janis
Whitham=s homebred Fort Larned (E Dubai), was on
hand at Keeneland yesterday representing the interests
of another client. Wilkes watched as A. Stevens Miles,
Jr.=s homebred broodmare Bootery (Storm Boot), dam
of the up-and-coming sophomore Neck >N Neck (Flower
Alley), sold to Hunter Valley Farm for $350,000. That
was the fourth-highest price of the session. The 9-year-
old mare, in foal to Warrior=s Reward, was consigned by
Three Chimneys as hip 738.
   Wilkes, of course, trains Neck >N Neck, who in the
last few weeks has doubled up wins in the GII Indiana 
Derby Oct. 6 and GIII Ack Ack S. at Churchill Nov. 2.
Both he and Miles have a long history with the family. 
   Miles purchased Bootery=s second dam Magic Way
(Runaway Groom) at the 1997 Keeneland September
Yearling Sale and raced her with Hall of Fame trainer
Carl Nafzger, Wilkes=s longtime boss and mentor. Magic
Way earned nearly $125,000 on the track, and while
she didn=t win a stakes, she was beaten just a nose
when third in the Audubon Oaks at Ellis Park in 1998. 
   Wilkes had taken the reins from Nafzger by the time
Bootery came around, and she proved similar in her
ability to her dam Magic Way, banking over $110,000
before being retired and bred to Flower Alley.
   ASteve isn=t really into breeding and had wanted to
sell the mare, but I said that it would be better to breed
her and see if we can get her to produce something
before selling,@ explained Wilkes. 
   It was a strategy that worked to perfection when that
initial mating produced Neck >N Neck, who has won
three of his last five, including Churchill=s GIII Matt
Winn S. in May, and earned $676,856.

My Business (Mining) for $100,000 at Keeneland
November last year, and yesterday resold the foal she
was carrying, a colt by Bernardini, for $295,000. Brian
Graves saw off WinStar=s Elliott Walden for the
handsome youngster, who sold from Taylor Made as
hip 503. 
   AHe was a beautiful colt,@ said
Abraham. AWe couldn=t have
hope for anything better as far
as conformation, and he had a
great walk. He=s good-minded,
had great scope and x-rays
perfectly. We wouldn=t have
been afraid to take him back and
sell him as a yearling.
Somebody=ll make some money
if they=re pinhooking him.@
   Graves said he will indeed
send the colt back through the
ring as a yearling, and admitted
the price was a little higher than
he wanted to go. ABut I've only
bought one other one,@ Graves said, referring to the
Unbridled=s Song--Miss Abita filly he landed Wednesday
for $190,000 (hip 251). AAll the ones I like are bringing
more than I'm willing to pay. I've chased 10 up [into

   The Las Vegas-based Abraham has a 22-member
broodmare band, which he keeps at Jacob Nance=s IR
Bloodstock in Midway, Kentucky.

Business is a half-sister to dual Classic winner and
champion Real Quiet (Quiet American), and has
produced five winners, including GII Fair Grounds Oaks
winner and GI Kentucky Oaks third Real Cozzy
(Cozzene). Abraham said the decision to sell was
motivated by a set of films. 
   AWhen we x-rayed him, everything was perfect,@ he
explained. AA lot of times, when you x-ray them as a
yearling, they have this or that, so I figured, with
Bernardini being hot, that we=d bring him in and see. I
was hoping for maybe a little more, but that was fine.@
   Mining My Business is currently in foal to another
Darley sire, the Danzig stallion Hard Spun. AShe=s a nice
mare who doesn=t show her age, and she raises a good
baby, as you saw,@ said Abraham. AWe=re real excited

A $420,000 Daily Double For Tucker
   Giles Tucker, managing director of the asset
management firm Blue Edge Capital, had a breeding
operation of exactly two horses coming into Thursday=s
third session at Keeneland November. By
the end of the day, it was down to zero,
and while that may sound kind of sad on
the surface, the trip to an empty barn
was a lucrative one for Tucker. In the
span of five minutes, the Richmond,
Virginia-based moneyman sold the lone
mare he owned, Crescent Moon (Seeking
the Gold--Wandering Star, by Red
Ransom), to Eclipse Thoroughbred
Partners for $150,000, then watched as
the mare=s latest foal, a weanling filly by Arch, elicited a
bid of $270,000 from Stonestreet Thoroughbred
Holdings. The $420,000-grossing pair sold as hip 767
and hip 768, respectively, and were consigned by John
Mayer=s Nursery Place. 
   Tucker has been involved in Thoroughbred breeding
only for a few years, but it=s been a profitable run. He
had taken part in a few racing partnerships with Bill
Farish and Ben Haggin=s Woodford Thoroughbreds, and
in 2007 he asked Haggin, a longtime friend, about
buying a mare or two. Haggin secured Crescent Moon,
in foal to War Front, for a sensible $60,000 at
Keeneland November. 

   It didn=t take long for Tucker to get out on his initial
outlay. The foal Crescent Moon was carrying, Marston
Moor, sold for $77,000 as a yearling at KEESEP 2009.
The following year, a Langfuhr colt out of the mare, the
SP Lake Victor, sold for $155,000. But the big prize
came yesterday.
   AThat was fantastic,@ said Haggin afterward from the
back walking ring. AWe came in thinking maybe
$150,000, so we=re very excited for that.@
   Haggin added, AI=ve known Giles since we were 12
years old--we were boarding school roommates. His
wife Tracy is from Wade, Pennsylvania, and they=re big
into hunter/jumpers. They have a farm west of
Richmond, and so they kind of had the bug. I guess
he=s out of the breeding business for the time being,
but we sure wish he gets back involved.@
   Given yesterday=s effect on the balance sheet, that=s
a wish that might be granted. -Lucas Marquardt

In early August, a part
interest in the farm was sold to Canadian-based
Thoroughbred owners Jim and
Susan Hill, with original owners
Steve and Shelley Johnson and
Joseph and Lynn Fowler continuing
their involvement.

Hardy admitted. AWe knew she=d sell well, as she=d
been pulled out over 100 times showing at the barn,
but we didn=t know she=d sell that well.@

   Hardy noted that it was no surprise, however, that
Oui Say Oui should return to her country of birth.
   AAs a Royal Applause mare with a European pedigree,
she was always destined to go back to Europe,@ Hardy
explained. AShe is a very good-looking mare, and she
has a pedigree that would attract the European buyers.
Being in foal to Scat Daddy on an early cover also made
her quite popular, with the success he=s had here and in
Europe. All the European buyers were very interested in
her at the ringside.@
   Barber and the team at Margaux didn=t have long to
recover from the thrill of Oui Say Oui=s sale before they
sent hip 627, the 3-year-old Stayclassysandiego
(Rockport Harbor--Latin Lynx, by Forest Wildcat)
through the ring. The stakes-placed half-sister to last
year=s GI Alfred G. Vanderbilt H. winner Sean Avery
(Cherokee Run), who Barber owned in partnership with
Tommy Town Thoroughbreds, was picked up for
$120,000 by Nancy Shuford, also carrying her first foal
by Scat Daddy.
   AGary Barber is a very good client of the farm,@ Hardy
said. AHe has some nice pedigreed horses, and he=s
really happy with his day=s work. He made almost
$500,000 in an afternoon.@
   Margaux has also been busy on the buyer=s end this
week, signing the tickets for two weanling fillies on
behalf of a Pennsylvania-based client. Margaux secured
hip 41, a filly by Giant=s Causeway for $100,000 during
Tuesday=s opening session, and yesterday picked up a
City Zip filly, hip 587, for $27,000. Cont. p11

It=s a really good
group of people working at the farm and it=s made it
much easier for me to come here. They=re very willing
and want to embrace me into the role, so it=s been

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THE TOP DOUBLES: 6 BRING $4M+
   Never has the difficulty of comparing mixed sales
from one year to another been so vividly illustrated as
when trying to compare the November sales this year
to last year=s. In 2011 Book 1 of the Keeneland
November Sale grossed $114.6 million, split almost half
and half--$57-million and change each--between the
two dispersals of Ned Evans=s Spring Hill Farm and
Saud bin Khaled=s Palides Investments; and the rest of
the book. Keeneland wisely this year provided
comparisons both with and without the two dispersals,
and the comparison without the dispersals makes
sense, as there were 209 horses sold in Book 1 this
year, versus 202 non-dispersal Book 1 sales in 2011.
   This year, the 209-strong Keeneland Book 1 horses
grossed $61,505,000 and averaged $294,282; last
year, 202 non-dispersal horses grossed $57,184,000,
and averaged $283,089. Using that comparison, the
number of horses sold was up 3%, the gross was up
8% and the average was up by 4%; so, to that extent,
Keeneland Book 1 remained essentially stable.
   However, there=s been a lot more going on. Fasig-
Tipton staged a spectacular sale Monday night, when
87 horses sold for $60,220,000, with 15 horses
bringing $1 million or more, five bringing $3 million and
up, and Havre de Grace becoming only the third
broodmare or broodmare prospect to sell at auction for
$10 million or more. Fasig=s gross nearly doubled, from
$32,745,000 last year to $60,220,000 this year. Three
fillies or mares sold for more than $4-million: Havre de
Grace to American Mandy Pope=s Whisper Hill Farm;
Untouched Talent, the dam of Bodemeister, to
Coolmore=s M.V. Magnier for $5 million; and Switch
($4.3 m), a 5-year-old racemare by Quiet American who
placed three times in the GI Breeders= Cup Filly and
Mare Sprint, to Ireland=s Moyglare Stud.
   Three more mares cracked the $4-million barrier in
Keeneland=s Book 1: Pure Clan ($4.5 m) topped Book 1,
to Brazilian Goncalo Torrealba, but presumably to stay
in Kentucky; Plum Pretty ($4.2 m) to Mandy Pope
again; and Changing Skies ($4.2 m), one of six
seven-figure purchases by France=s Mandore
International.
   Between the two sales, 12 fillies or mares brought
$2-million or more, with another 10 between $1and $2
million. Ten different buyers signed for seven-figure
fillies or mares: two Yoshida interests from Japan (the
leading buyers of top-class bloodstock since the 2008
crash) bought seven; three European interests bought
eight; and five American interests (including Brazil)
signed for seven--so roughly a third of the seven-figure
fillies or mares go to Japan, a third go to Europe, and
just a third stay in the U.S.

   Another aspect of this year=s first three days of mixed
sales has been Fasig-Tipton=s impressive performance.
If you add up the first three days, including dispersals,
over the last two years, there have been $269,151,500
in sales, of which Fasig has sold $92,965,000, or
34.5%. Yet this year, Fasig sold 49.5% of the
three-day gross ($121,725,000), including 15 of the 22
fillies or mares to bring $1-million or more.
   But, however you divide it up, the overwhelming
impression of this year=s sales is that the price of
top-class broodmares and broodmare prospects has
essentially doubled--a combination of increased demand
at the uber-top level, and a scarcity of top prospects
being offered. However, it is not our impression that
these price spikes are replicated in the rest of the
market; below the $500,000 level, the general feeling
is that prices are about the same as last year. It=s really
just the real gems which are selling for double top
dollar.
   The first three days of selling, at Fasig Monday and
Keeneland Tuesday and Wednesday, also marked the
sales debuts of the first foals of a group of promising
sires whose first foals were born this year. Four
stallions went to stud in North America in 2011 for
stud fees of $30,000+, and all were among those
which had weanlings sell at Fasig or in Book 1. Lane=s
End=s Quality Road had six average $173,333 (of eight
offered) in those first three days, narrowly leading
Ashford=s Lookin at Lucky, who had four (from six
offered) average $172,500. Claiborne=s Blame,
conqueror of Zenyatta, had six sell from six offered,
averaging $148,333; while Taylor Made=s Eskendereya
had one sell (of three offered) for $70,000. Airdrie=s
Majesticperfection had one sell for $105,000. WinStar=s
2010 GI Kentucky Derby winner Super Saver had three
average $60,667; Darley=s Desert Story, now bound for
New York, had two average $60,500; while
Spendthrift=s Dynaformer horse Temple City had one
sell for $60,000. Ashford=s Munnings had three average
$51,333, and WinStar=s Summer Bird rounded out the
top 10, with two averaging $42,000. Just about all of
these have a lot more weanlings scheduled to sell over
the remaining books.
