SINATRA TAKES MJC JOB BY STORM

Sal Sinatra isn’t exactly easing into his new position
as the vice-president and general manager of the
Maryland Jockey Club. Now in his seventh week on the
job, Sinatra, 50, has already made some changes and
has others ready to be teed up. He is looking forward to
helping shape the future of
racing in the state and the 1
region, which could involve the
rebuilding of historic Pimlico
and the renovation of
once-grand Laurel Park, both
aged venues.

Sinatra spent 16 years at
PARX, formerly called
Philadelphia Park, and as the
director of racing was the
architect of the makeover of
the stakes program. His biggest
success was the 2014 GlI
Pennsylvania Derby program,
which featured
Gl Kentucky Derby and
Gl Preakness S. winner

Sam’s Sister was entered in Saturday’s Gll La Canada
S. over 1 1/16 miles, but Hollendorfer opted to keep
her at seven furlongs--the same distance at which she
won the La Brea S. “I’'m just taking these races one at a
time,” Hollendorfer said. “We thought she would run
long, but we thought this was a more advantageous
race, so that’s why we went here.”

Jockey Elvis Trujillo was always confident he was
riding the winner Monday.

“It was the perfect trip,” Trujillo said. “I knew there
was going to be a lot of speed in there and | knew it
would be fast early on. But | knew that sooner or later
they would have to stop. She’s a nice filly. | knew
Martin [Garcia on Sweet Marini] would stop; it was too
fast for three horses head-to-head.”

Garcia admitted the pace was a factor late in the
race.

“She got a little bit tired,” Garcia said of the runner-
up. “We were going pretty fast up front and when we

got to the stretch the other horse just got by us today.”

Sam’s Sister has now been beaten just once in six
trips to the post with her lone loss coming over the turf
at Del Mar last November. The chestnut filly was a half-
length upset winner of the Dec. 26 Gl La Brea S. in her
most recent start.

Sam'’s Sister is out of stakes-placed Kittery Point
(Include), a half-sister to multiple stakes winner and
multiple graded stakes placed Tiffany Diamond (Tiffany
Ice), as well as to the dams of Grade | winners Sweet
Talker, Check the Label and Include Me Out. The
11-year-old mare produced a colt by Proud Citizen in
2013 and a filly by Divine Park in 2014. She was bred
to Istan last spring. Her Proud Citizen colt RNA’d for

$35,000 at last year’s Keeneland September sale.

It was a landmark day for Philadelphia racing and
among the job offers Sinatra received in the wake of
that triumph was an opportunity to oversee the MJC,
which owns the Pimilco and Laurel tracks and the
Bowie training center. Sinatra succeeded Tom Chuckas,
widely recognized for taking the tough stand that
curbed the alcohol-fueled rowdiness of the Preakness
infield and resulted in record attendance last year, and
for negotiating a 10-year plan with Maryland horsemen.

The Maryland Jockey Club is part of the Stronach
Group of racing properties founded by businessman
Frank Stronach, long a top-level horseman and breeder.

“I've put my faith in Mr. Stronach,” Sinatra said. “He
seems to be the one man putting his money back into
to the sport.

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In recent years, MJC and Stronach officials have
been aiming to get rid of that property. That idea has
been scuttled and Bowie will be retained, but
downsized. Sinatra said that the facility will be closed
temporarily in mid-April, which will save money, so that
new barns can be built in the infield. Some of the
acreage will then be available for redevelopment, which
will produce revenue for other projects at Pimlico and
Laurel.

“Whatever the master plan is going to be between
Laurel and Pimlico, Bowie is important to us because
we’re going to have to have horses to operate,” Sinatra
said. [Racing Secretary] Georganne [Hale] is going to
need her 1,500 to
2,000 horses to fill
entries. Let’s just
say if I'm going to
do the barn area at
either place, I'm
going to need a
place to put those
horses to train
while I'm working
on barns.

“We're building
two barns here [at Laurel]. The first 150 stalls will be
ready Apr. 1, so I'm hoping that by Apr. 15 | have
Bowie emptied. A lot of guys go to other tracks in the
summer. We will empty Bowie out.

We can clean up some [environmental] issues and
then that could be my pivot spot, so if | am working at
Laurel and have to displace some horses they have a
place to go.

Sinatra said Stronach corporate officials will decide
the scope of the work to be done at Pimlico and Laurel.

“Obviously, Churchill Downs makes six to seven
times as much on the Kentucky Derby as we make on
the Preakness and that’s basically because of the
facility,” he said. “So it’s a question of how grand of an
operation you're going to make Pimlico. | don’t think a
coat of paint is going to work. Both buildings have been
kept up pretty well, but they are dinosaurs.”

Sinatra wasn’t specific, but he said Pimlico is part of
the new master plan that is taking shape this winter.

“We have the Preakness, a gem in the Triple Crown,”
he said. “| know that Frank wants it to be in a palace
ultimately. The question is going to become: How much
of a palace is it going to be?”

When racing returns to Laurel after the summer
hiatus, Sinatra is considering running Friday twilight
programs and afternoon cards on Saturdays and
Sunday. He said the MJC has approached Delaware
Park to discuss a regional approach that could include
sharing racing departments and other functions to
control expenses.

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“The Mid-Atlantic is pretty congested in the
summertime with racing. Maryland currently doesn’t run
in June and July and it would be foolish for us to run
then when you have Delaware, PARX, Monmouth,
everybody running,” he said. “So what we’re trying to
do is work with Delaware to make possibly a
year-round meet between the three sites, to give
opportunities for our Maryland horsemen to run year
round.

“Our guys generally support Delaware when we're
dark, but we want to make it where that is their first
option. That will help Delaware’s product and then
Delaware’s backside can help us. It’s just what works
the best for both places.”

In recent years, the MJC has raised the purse of the
Gll Black-Eyed Susan S., run the day before the
Preakness, in hopes of attracting high-profile 3-year-old
fillies. Sinatra said that approach probably won't work
because the Black-Eyed Susan is too close to the
Gl Kentucky Oaks.

“Unfortunately, horses don’t run back in 14 days, so
I’'m changing the focus,” he said. “I'm saying that the
race to really look at is the Pimlico Special, which used
to be a Grade I. It sits on a good spot on the calendar,
so let’s adjust the purse on one and affect the purse on
the other, where we might get some bang for the buck.

“l think I'm going to go to the Pennsylvania Derby
routine and probably bonus the race to try and get the
better horses. One thing I've noticed with big, big purse
stakes is sometimes you get the one horse.

I'd rather increase the purse based on the quality of
the people in the race.”

Sinatra said the approach is to write the bonuses into
the conditions of the race as he did at PARX.

“You could say it’'s an appearance fee, but it’s the
horse | want, the people | want,” he said. "It certainly
worked with the Pennsylvania Derby.”

That bonus program brought the Kentucky Derby
winner and Horse of the Year to PARX. Sinatra dared to
be different with the Pennsylvania Derby and has
brought that
positive attitude
to Maryland,
where he says
the MJC can be
bigger, better
and successful
again.

“l can see the
shift with Florida
running year
round and some
horsemen
staying there that tracks are condensing their days and
running less,” he said. “We’re trying to run more in
Maryland and trying to be a force year round.

While riding 10-1 shot Quiet Acceleration to a
half-length victory, what appears to be a tan,
palm-sized device with protruding prongs can be seen
in Chapa’s partially closed left hand where the
underside of his fist meets the reins.

Jack Coady, the Sam Houston track photographer,
confirmed that he
captured the image,
but said he has been
asked by track
officials not to
disclose how the
shot came to the
attention of the
stewards.

By Monday morning, copies of the photograph
depicting the area of detail and the alleged buzzer were
circulating both online and via social media.

Jamie Nielson, a Sam Houston spokesperson,
confirmed that Chapa had been “summarily suspended”
pending the results of the investigation, which is now
in the hands of the Texas Racing Commission.

Chapa, who won with five mounts on Friday and
Saturday nights, the first two programs of the 2015
Sam Houston meet, did not return a voicemail message
from the 7TDN asking for his side of the story. His
agent, Toby Cathey, also did not return a message
requesting comment.

According a story in the Paulick Report, Chapa was
suspended 19 months in Texas in 1993 for carrying an
electrical device. In 2007, he was suspended five years
by New Mexico officials for the same offense, but was
granted a probationary license to return to riding in 2011.

Chapa’s name surfaced in 2014 in surreptitiously
recorded conversations distributed by the People for the
Ethical Treatment of Animals that alleged animal abuses
by trainer Steve Asmussen and his assistant, Scott
Blasi. In one of the recordings, Blasi can be allegedly
heard describing how Chapa was known to hide a
buzzer in his mouth.

For decades, outlawed electrical devices have been
abused by jockeys under the assumption that a jolt of
electricity will frighten a horse into running faster.

Anecdotal evidence suggests that instead of
enhancing performance, a shock from a battery can
instead cause a horse to bolt uncontrollably, sometimes
through the inner rail if used during the stretch run of a
race. Purportedly, more subtle signs that indicate the
use of electrical stimulation can include a horse
suddenly swishing its tail up and down or a jockey who
does not switch the whip from hand to hand (for fear
of the device being seen or dropped). Cont. p9

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Although the use of buzzers is generally associated
with lower-level racing, there have been several
prominent cases in the past 25 years involving major
stakes races.

The improbable win by maiden Valhol in the 1999
Arkansas Derby resulted in a five-year suspension for
jockey Billy Patin after a video showed him dropping an
electrical item that was later recovered.

In 2003, jockey Jose Santos faced accusations of
cheating after the Miami Herald published a blurry
photograph and a story that alleged he might have
concealed something in his hand while winning the
Gl Kentucky Derby aboard Funny Cide.

The photograph was subsequently determined to
contain nothing more than an optical illusion made by
the silks of a trailing horse, and in 2008 Santos reached
an out-of-court settlement with the Herald on a
$48-million libel lawsuit.

UPSTART TELLS VIOLETTE HE’S READY

Ralph M. Evans’s Upstart (Flatter) showed trainer Rick
Violette he was ready for a start in Saturday’s Gll Holy
Bull S. with a sharp six-furlong drill at Palm Meadows
Sunday in 1:12.30. “We needed to do something a little
quick,” Violette said of the work. “They need to be
ready, even if they’re not ready to have one of the best
races of their lives, but they’ve got to be fit enough so
they don’t go out there and get exhausted and take 10
steps backward instead of 10 steps forward. We let
him roll a little bit. It looked like he was still in an open
gallop. He cooled out good. He was good this morning,
so it’s all systems go.”

Upstart, who will break from post eight in the 10-
horse field Saturday, will be making his first start since
running third in the Nov. 1 GI Breeders’ Cup Juvenile.
He was also second after a wide trip in the Oct. 4
Gl Champagne S.

“He ran a really good second and was kind of up
against it in the Champagne,” Violette recalled. “He
confirmed his quality and he
just got nailed for second in
the Breeders’ Cup despite
not having a whole lot in his
favor. He’s underlining that
he’s a significantly good
horse. Certainly, he belongs
in the elite of the
3-year-olds this year, as
long as he proves it. He’s
more than just a nice New
York-bred; he’s a nice
horse.”

Violette said Upstart has
matured over the winter.

“He’s filled out,” the trainer noted. “He was a little bit
leggy as a 2-year-old. | don’t think he’s gotten any
taller, but there’s a little more muscle to him; he's a
little bit squarer. He looks more like an older horse than
a baby now. He's pretty sharp and confident, without
being mean. He has a really nice eye. He’s pretty
correct. He's a pretty clever horse.”

Godolphin’s Frosted (Tapit), who overcome a speed-
biased track to run a gallant second behind Leave the
Light On (Horse Greeley) in the Nov. 29 GIl Remsen S.

“He ran huge,” trainer Kiaran McLaughlin said of his
colt’s effort in the Remsen.

As last week was quiet on the racing front, now
seems an ideal chance to catch up on one of the
Eclipse Award winners who had previously slipped
through the Caulfield net. As American Pharoah
(Pioneerof the Nile) will surely be adding to his pair of
Grade | wins in the coming months, perhaps | should
focus on Take Charge Brandi, the runaway winner of
the 2-year-old filly award.

This daughter of the ultra-tough Giant’s Causeway
earned her award with a late-season campaign which
erased all memories of the four straight defeats which
had followed her winning debut. She posted
courageous victories in the Gl Breeders’ Cup Juvenile
Fillies, Glll Delta Downs Princess S. and the Gl Starlet
S., and this sequence, together with her illustrious
bloodlines, suggest that she will continue to be hard to
beat, at least for the next few months.

That said, the list of the past winners of the Eclipse
Award for 2-year-old filly doesn’t exactly inspire
confidence in any winner’s ability to stay ahead of the
game at three. Of the previous 30 holders of the title,
only four succeeded in taking the Eclipse Award for
3-year-old filly. These four were Open Mind, Go For
Wand, Silverbulletday and Beholder, with Beholder
being the only holder of both titles since 1998.

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Altogether, only 11 of the 30 enjoyed Grade | success
at the age of three, with the Santa Anita Oaks being
the richest hunting ground for them, supplying five
victories.

But as | said earlier, Take Charge Brandi has the
bloodlines to remain highly effective. Although Giant’s
Causeway was unbeaten as a juvenile, his Timeform
rating rose from 119 at two to a thoroughly-merited
132 as a sophomore, when he raced 10 times between
April to November.

Since then this champion sire has notched up 25
winners at Grade | level, 20 at Grade Il and 32 at Grade
lll in the Northern
Hemisphere. Of these 25 I
Grade | winners, Take :

Charge Brandi ranks
alongside Carpe Diem,
Creative Cause, First
Samurai, Intense Focus
and Shamardal as one of
six Grade | juvenile
winners, but this isn’t
simply a story of a son of
Storm Cat being a
powerful influence for
precocity. Of the other
19, seven gained their
first Grade | success as
3-year-olds, five as
4-year-olds, five as
5-year-olds and two as
6-year-olds. In other
words, good Giant’s Causeways come along at virtually
every age.

Take Charge Brandi is the fourth Grade | winner to
emerge from Giant’s Causeway’s extensive partnership
with daughters of Seeking the Gold. All four are fillies,
the others being Carriage Trail, Internallyflawless and
Swift Temper, but this partnership also produced
Cowboy Cal, a colt who twice went close to winning at
the top level, and Noble Causeway, the Gl Florida Derby
runner-up who sired the smart Samraat.

No wonder this route has become easily the most
popular option where Giant’s Causeway is concerned.
However, his record with these daughters of Seeking
the Gold acts as a reminder that breeders need to think
before they heedlessly follow nicks. When this cross
had 38 representatives of racing age it boasted four
black-type winners (11%). Now that the total of racing
age progeny stands at over 100, the percentage has
been watered down to 7% (admittedly still not to be
sniffed at). Remember that no nick--no matter how
statistically tempting it may be--is likely to work unless
the mare’s conformation is compatible with the
stallion’s.

It is worth mentioning that the three previous Grade |
winners from the Giant’s Causeway-Seeking The Gold
cross all stayed at least a mile and an eighth.
Internallyflawless scored over that distance in the Gl
Del Mar Oaks on turf, while Carriage Trail took the Gl
Spinster S. on all-weather.

Swift Temper’s Grade | success came over 1 1/16
miles, but she had earlier landed the GlIl Delaware H.
over a mile and a quarter. Of course this degree of
stamina is to be expected, as Giant’s Causeway and
Seeking the Gold both numbered a second in the
Gl Breeders’ Cup Classic among their achievements.

Of course Take Charge Brandi’'s free-running style
may affect her stamina potential, but her bloodlines
give her a chance of staying a mile and a quarter, if
required. Her famous second dam, Take Charge Lady,
gained two of her three Grade | victories in the Spinster
S. over a mile and an eighth and she has already
produced a major winner at up to a mile and a quarter,
in the form of the Eclipse Award-winning Will Take
Charge. This tough son of Unbridled’s Song will surely
be much in demand in his first season at Three
Chimneys Farm--his Florida Derby-winning half-brother
Take Charge Indy covered 145 mares last year in his
first year at WinStar.

Between them, Take Charge Indy and Will Take
Charge helped Take Charge Lady take the title of
Broodmare of the Year for 2013 and the emergence of
Take Charge Brandi suggests that Take Charge Lady’s
legacy is going to be truly considerable.

Not that she is finished yet. Besides being the dam of
two potentially high-class stallions, Take Charge Lady
has four daughters. Take Charge Brandi is out of the
eldest of them--the $3.2-million Charming. Seven-figure
prices are nothing unusual for this family and
Charming’s 2013 War Front filly Take Charge Tressa
made $1.25 million at Saratoga. The mare also has a
late-foaled 2014 War Front colt.

Next comes her Storm Cat filly Elarose, who made
$800,000 as a yearling. Although she failed to win in
nine attempts, Elarose’s bloodlines have earned her
consecutive visits to Tapit, sire of her 2014 colt called
Hippocampus. Then there’s I'll Take Charge, a
so-far-unraced 3-year-old daughter of Indian Charlie
who cost Whisper Hill Farm $2.2 million as a yearling.

Next in line is Take Charge Lady’s 2012 War Front
filly, Conquering, so there are several more chapters
still to be added to this story, which started when Take
Charge Lady was sold for $175,000 as a yearling. She
must count as one of the greatest bargains of all time,
as she earned nearly $2.5 million on the track before
selling for $4.2 million while carrying Take Charge

Brandi’s dam.

The owner of
the winning horse will be presented with a rose gold
chronograph from the Conquest Classic collection and a
replica of the vase of the Longines World’s Best
Racehorse.

UPGRADES TO IRISH PROGRAM FOR 2015

The Irish black-type program will see a number of
enhancements this year. In a move to further improve
the country’s fillies and mares program, the Ridgewood
Pearl S. will be upgraded to Group 2 status.
Additionally, Cork Racecourse will host a new 12-
furlong listed race for fillies and mares in early April,
while Naas will have a similar event in mid-October.

The Curragh S. for 2-year-olds in late August will

carry Group 3 status for

“[Horse Racing Ireland] is
delighted to have secured
European agreement for all
our proposed lIrish
upgrades in 2015,” said
HRI’s Director of Racing
Jason Morris. “The
promotion of the
Ridgewood Pearl S. to

additional maiden race opportunities for both 2- and

FUTURE CHAMPIONS DAY, MIDDLE PARK
MOVED

Newmarket’s Future Champions Day, which was held
the day before Ascot’s British Champions Day for the
first time last year, will this year revert to Oct. 10, a
week earlier. Future Champions Day will feature the
G1 Dewhurst S., while the G1 Middle Park S.--which
has been contested on the Future Champions card since
2011--will move to Sept. 26, back to its former slot
two weeks before the Dewhurst.

These changes were unveiled yesterday by the
European Pattern Committee following its annual
meeting Jan. 15 as part of an ongoing review of
Europe’s autumn 2-year-old calendar. In other changes,
the G1 Jean-Luc Lagardere on the G1 Prix de I’Arc de
Triomphe undercard will be bumped up to a mile from
1400 meters, while the G1 Criterium International will
see the reverse change and will be contested on the
same day as the G1 Criterium de Saint-Cloud, which
has been moved a week earlier.

“Changes in France have opened the door to move
" the Dewhurst and

Middle Park does, we
believe, represent a
positive step towards
(&M producing a better
balanced autumn
2-year-old program,”
said the BHA’s Director
of Racing Ruth Quinn.
“We look forward to
working with
Newmarket on the
precise make-up of their program.”

The EPC also approved upgrades for five pattern
races. The Dahlia S. at Newmarket, the Ridgewood
Pearl S. at The Curragh and the Baden Racing
Stutenpreis at Baden-Baden--all for fillies--were
upgraded to Group 2 status, as was the Baden Meile,
for 3-year-olds and up, at Baden-Baden. The Curragh S.
for juveniles has been upgraded to Group 3, and eight
new listed races, including six for older fillies and
mares, have been created for 2015.

The EPC has identified 22 pattern races at risk of
downgrade in 2016. This could happen if the races fail
to achieve their required performance rating in 2015.
Amongst these races are the G1 Tattersalls Gold Cup at
The Curragh, and the G1 Prix Royal-Oak at Longchamp.

The EPC also noted that the weight-for-age scale has
been the subject of a review by handicappers in Britain
and Ireland, and their findings were discussed by
International handicappers in Hong Kong in December.
The subject will be given further consideration at the
next EPC meeting in June. Going forward, the
committee will also consider Europe’s staying and
middle-distance programs to ensure European horses
continue to thrive in this category. Cont. p13

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“I would like to thank all the members of the
committee, as | believe the outcome of this year’s
meeting has delivered significant progress, while
recognizing that the autumn 2-year-old program, in
particular, could be improved further in the years to
come,” said Brian Kavanagh, chairman of the EPC. “It is
a challenge balancing the interests and ambitions of
individual jurisdictions with those of other member
countries, but there is also recognition that a strong
European Pattern brings benefits to all. In conjunction
with the notable changes announced last year to the
European 3-year-old sprint program, | am delighted with
what we have been able to achieve and implement for
2015.”

Italy Update...

Another topic of discussion at the meeting was Italian
racing. The ltalian Ministry of Agriculture noted that all
purses owed to overseas connections for black-type
races in 2012 and 2013 have now been paid, with the
exception of a small number of owners for which bank
account details have not been available. In addition, a
commitment has been made to pay all domestic owners
by the end of 2015, and purse payments for black-type
races in 2014 have been paid within 90 days of the
race in accordance with the European Pattern Ground
Rules.

Four Italian pattern races have been downgraded for
2015--the Premio Ribot has been downgraded to Group
3 status, while the Premio Carlo Chiesa and the Premio
Mario Incisa will this year be listed status. Four ltalian
Group 1s--the Premio Presidente Della Repubblica, the
Premio Milano, Premio Jockey Club and Premio Roma--
are at risk for downgrade in 2016.

Far Right began his career with two runner-up efforts
for Jazdzewski and trainer William Helmbrecht at
Keeneland Apr. 25 and Churchill May 9. After being
privately purchased by his current connections, the
chestnut graduated at Churchill Downs Sept. 13 before
finishing fourth in the Gll Futurity S. at Belmont Oct. 5.

When Far Right (Notional--Zindi, by Vindication) came
dashing up the rail to capture yesterday’s Smarty Jones
S. at Oaklawn, co-owner Harry Rosenblum
understandably felt a mixture of satisfaction and relief.
A self-proclaimed student of the game for roughly 30
years, Rosenblum took a risk and purchased the
modestly bred colt in July after two career races.

“I'm doing a lot better since that race was over,”
admitted Rosenblum, who was headed off to a
celebratory dinner on Monday
evening with his wife, Kay, and
some family friends. “I’'m fortunate
that my wife enjoys the business
like | do. She’s pretty excited
[about the win] herself.”

In many ways, Rosenblum’s
careful study of racetrack
performance and pedigrees was on &
full display with Far Right. The
colt, who was purchased for just
$2,500 as a Keeneland January
yearling by previous owner Jon
Jazdzewski, had been on his radar
ever since his Apr. 25 debut at
Keeneland.

“l had watched this horse run his
first race and | knew he was
second to a good horse [Conquest Tsunami (Stormy
Atlantic)]”, explained Rosenblum. “And then the
previous ownership ran him back in a couple of weeks
and he was second to Cinco Charlie (Indian Charlie),
and | knew that Cinco Charlie was a good horse. At
that point in time, | started to try to buy the horse.”

Rosenblum said that although he began to inquire

_about Far Right after
5y his second start in
=4 early May,

| circumstances did not
= allow him to finalize a
deal for another two
months.

“It took me several
months to get this
horse bought,” he
noted. “My wife had
~ back surgery May 30
and she had
recuperated enough
for me to travel, so |
drove to Lexington July 2 and made the deal to buy the
horse then.”

Rosenblum believes that Far Right’s bloodlines--
modest on a surface level--likely served as a deterrent
to others who may have considered purchasing the
colt. Still, the owner feels that there are underlying
indicators of stamina in his charge’s pedigree.

“You know, a lot of people wouldn’t have bought this
horse because he kind of has an obscure pedigree, but
his father was second in the Gl Florida Derby,”
Rosenblum noted. “One of the reasons why | bought
him was that he has a dosage that indicates the further
he goes, the better he’s going to get, and he’s got a
very good turn of foot.”

Transferred to the care of trainer Ron Moquett after
the purchase, the colt returned immediate dividends
and graduated from the maiden ranks with a dominant
five-length score at Churchill Downs Sept. 13. He
followed with a fourth-place finish in the Gll Futurity S.
at Belmont Oct. 5 and a rallying third-place effort in
Churchill’s Street Sense S. Oct 26. Shipped to Delta
Downs for the $1-million GlII Delta
Jackpot S. Nov. 22, Far Right
encountered traffic problems, but
uncorked a prolonged rally to
check in third again, beaten just
four lengths by Ocho Ocho Ocho
(Street Sense).

“We just tried to bring him along
.8 judiciously, and the rest is history,”
¢ remarked Rosenblum. “Robert
& LaPenta is a good friend of mine
and we previously owned another
horse together. We have a
business relationship outside of
horse racing, and he called me
after the [Delta Jackpot] and asked
me if he could buy a third of the
horse. So | sold him a third of the horse.”

Rosenblum and LaPenta teamed up to campaign
Truman’s Commander (Friends Lake), who reached the
starting gate for the Gl Arkansas Derby in 2011, but
was injured during the running of the race. Rosenblum
is hopeful that Far Right can carry his colors at the
highest level of the game.

“We probably will go in the Glll Southwest [Feb. 16]
with the horse next, and we’ll get another 10 Kentucky
Derby points if we’re fortunate enough to win that,”
revealed the owner. “With a little over 20 points, you
can run in the Kentucky Derby. That’s our obvious goal.
Our other goal would be to run in the Arkansas Derby
before the Kentucky Derby.”

The Little Rock, Arkansas, native, who works as a
financial advisor, recalls being captivated by the game
since the first day he became involved.

“The very first horse we bought won, and then | was
hooked, and | decided | was going to learn everything |
can learn about it,” he said. “I've tried to become a
student of it.”

Nevertheless, Rosenblum acknowledges that no
matter how much work an owner or horseman puts
into the game, it can be both extremely humbling and
intensely gratifying at times. His stable endured some
difficult times in 2014.

“You know, you have good years and bad years,”
Rosenblum continued. “We were plagued with quite a
few injuries in our modest-sized stable. We generally
carry about 10 or 12 head. | think we have eight or
nine right now, but we closed the year very well. We
had another nice horse win the other day, a pretty nice
horse by Curlin, that’s called Sakima.”

The owner concluded, “You never know everything in
this business. No matter how long you've been in it, it
can make a fool of you.”

Despite being well aware of the pitfalls of the game
he follows so closely, Rosenblum can’t hide his
optimism and excitement when it comes to his
sophomore star of the stable.

“Far Right is a very game and determined horse and
we’re fortunate to have him. We’re looking forward to
him doing some very good things.”
